Los Angeles, Cal.—Dootsie Wil-
liams, wealthy recording company
president last week was granted an
annulment of his 1-year-old marriage
to Mrs. Josephine Williams, a for-
mer executive of the firm, in Su-
perior court, In handing down a
decision on the case, bitterly fought
over for nine months, Judge Jesse J.
Frampton, upheld Williams' conten-
tion that the marriage was nul and
void because Mrs. Williams had
failed to divorce a previous husband,
Ernest Billups whom she had mar-
ried in Texas.

Chicago, Ill,—Mrs. Etta Slater, 61,
wife of Judge Fred (Duke) Slater,
was reported in fair condition from
a bullet wound in the abdomen.

Goldsboro, N.C.— A 50-year-old
Negro man, with a record of liquor
arrests, was charged with man-
slaughter last week as a result of
the deaths of two policemen during
a chase. The accused is identified as
Charlie N. Brown,

Bridgeport, Conn—Posing as an
African “prince” an American wound
up with a jail cell for his kingdom
here last week. Edward Lee Woods,
26, started serving a 8-month sen-
tence after pleading guilty to charges
of obtaining money and property
under false representations.

Durban South Africa—The segre-
gationist government of South Afri-
ca has slapped a ban on Louis Arm-
strong, claiming a proposed tour by
the international famous trumpet
player “would not be in the interests
of the country at this stage.”

Washington, D. C.—Dr. Ralph J.
Bunche, .Undersecretary .of. the
United Nations, was recently paid
tribute in the House of Representa-
tives. The Hon. Frances P, Bolton of
Ohio, speaking in behalf of Bunche,
said few men wararnt the title of
teacher, humanitarian and world
citizen.

Greenville, S.C. — The Greenville
public library has substituted segre-
gation by sex for racial segregation.
Three of the seven tables used for
reading and study in the main sec
tion of the building are marked “Re-
served for Women.”

Chicago, Ill., — Final rites were
held last Tuesday for prize-winning
author and foreign correspondent Roi
Ottley, who died at his Hyde park
home. Distinguished for his non-fic-
tion writings on race, Oftley au-
thored four books and was a mem-
ber of the Chicago Tribune Staff
since 1953 covering special assign-
ments.

Atlanta, Ga.,—They're calling foxy
Carmen (The Body) LaBelle At-
lanta’s own contribution to the in-
terpretive dance field, the gall with
the new twist. Reason: she dances
standing on her head as part of her
act. A finished ballet dancer, she is
the only Negro girl ever trained lo-
cally in Atlanta’s Fred Astaire
School of Dancing.

On The Political Scene

NIXON IN MEMPHIS

Memphis, Tenn.—The Nixon’s rally
in Memphis was highly successful.
It primed the wells of enthusiasm
and stirred the pride of the people
strikingly devoted to his campaign
and to him as the symbol of the
American success story.

The rain came down in great
showers but it didn’t dampen the
ardor or enthusiasm of the people
and when Mr. Nixon said from the
speakers’ stand, “If you all can
stand the rain, I can stand it too”,
the people responded with tremen-
dous approval. It seems that in this
statement, they got the full sig-
nificance of Nixon’s life of struggle
up from the dust of the days’ long
road to the pinnacle of a laughing
star.

Mr. Kennedy had visited Memphis
only last week for a speech but he
received no such reception as the
town gave to Mr. Nixon. The streets
over which the Nixon caravan trav-
elled from the airport were lined
with people standing against the
curb sometimes five and sometimes
twenty deep.

LYNDON JOHNSON ADDS
INSULT

Washington, D. C.—Val J. Wash-
ington, Director of Minorities, Re-
publican National Committee, charg-
ed Friday that Senator Lyndon B.
Johnson, Democratic Vice Presiden-
tial nominee had added insult to the
injury already inflicted by his party

on civil rights programs. He said
Senator Johnson should tear-down
the rooster symbol and White Su-
premacy banners of the democrats
sponsoring his speaking tours in
Alabama, or either tear up the civil
rights plank in his party’s platform.

Washington made the charge fol-
lowing a press report that Senator
Johnson was scheduled to speak in
Birmingham, Ala., Oct. 14, for a
Democratic campaign Headquarters
which has a rooster symbol at the
top of the party’s stationary. Under-
neath the symbol is a banner read-
ing “White Supremacy”

DEMOCRATIC DECLINE

New York, N. Y.—Negro support
of the national DIremocratic ticket
declined markedly between 1552 and
1956 and the Negroes today repre-
sent a voting bloc which politicians
consider “one of the largest and,
this year, one of the least predict-
able,” James Q. Wilson said today
in THE REPORTER.

In his copyrighted article, “How
Will the Negroes Vote?” Wilson, As.
sistant Professor of Political Science
at the University of Chicago, at-
tributes the expected continued de-
cline in support of the Democrats
to the civil-rights issue, the wole
Negro politicians are playing in the
campaign, and the religious issue.

There is a threat frequently heard
among Negroes these days, he adds,
that ‘“the Democrats better not take
us for granted.” It arises “not so

Jack Will Be Retried
Says District Attorney

New York—The battle of words
may be on as to whether the sus-
pended Borough President of Man-
hattan—Hulan E. Jack—is resigning
his office or not for the good of the
Democratic Party and to make way
for a Negro successor—but accord-
ing to the District Attorney’s of-
fice, Mr. -Jack will be retried on
November 14th,

Avoid Retrial

One report has it that Jack is
resigning not only for the good of
the party but to avoid being retried.
Jack himself is denying he ever said
this as a solution to his dilemna.

District Attorney Hogan says he
is preparing to retry Mr. Jack for
conspiracy on the City Charter vio-
lation. Says Hogan: ‘“That matter is
of no interest to me—the resigna-
tion, It is not my business. I have
an indictment by a grand jury. We
tried it once. We were ready again
Wednesday but it’s been put off to
November 14th, for a good reason.
We should be ready to try it again
November 14th.”

Clarence Jones Attends
Civil Service School
In Omaha, Nebr.

Clarence Jones, vehicle operator
analyst, with the Des Moines post-
office department, was selected to
attend the civil service road test
examiner clinic at Omaha, Nebr,,
last feek,

He successfully passed the test
and is now qualified to administer
the civil service road test required of
all motor vehicle operators, and clerk
carriers entering the postoffice, in-
cluding internal revenue and federal
service administration. He is the
first of his race to hold the position,
in Des Moines.

OPENS DIPLOMATIC OFFICES
Porto-Novo, Dahomey—The newly
independent Republic of Dahomey
announced that it will open embas-
sies in Paris, Bonn (West Germany)
and the United Nations shortly. The
Paris representative will also serve
Great Britain, while the Bonn am-
bassador will double as representa-
tive to Belgium.

Current Urges

Civil Rights

As Answer to K's Charges

Bluefield, “West Virginia — West
Virginians today received a sug-
gested rebuttal to Russian Premier
Khrushchev’s United Nations attack
on American race bias.

Gloster B. Current, NAACP direc-
tor of branches, told a meeting of
the organization’s state conference
that “denying the embarrassing
truthfulness of the Russian leader’s
remarks, or rationalizing the amount
of racial progress” is not the an-
swer.

Shortcomings

“The answer,” Current asserted,
“lies in getting on with the business

much out of any strong admiration
for Nixon or dislike of Kennedy as
out of a deeper and largely inex-
plicable restlessness and discontent.”

Special Session

Negro leaders are ‘“‘convinced that
the recent special session of Con-
gress was a fiasco for the Demo-
crats.” Although they realize that
“additional civil-rights legislation
could not reasonably be expected
from such a session,” they are
amazed at the “ineptitude of the
Democratic leadership in scheduling
a session which (at least in hind-
sight) offered the Republicans such
an opportunity to embarrass the
Democrats with dramatic demands

at hand. We must acknowledge our
shortcomings as a nation, as states
within that nation and as people
within these individual states.

“Then we must do everything as
responsible American citizens to end
segregation and discrimination now
—and this includes West Virginia,”
he continued.

“The words of democracy’s chief
detractor should spur us on to wipe
out the remaining vestiges of racial
inequity immediately.”

Continue Fight

Current then called for establish-
ment of a West Virginia state Fair
Employment Practices Commission
“to stamp out discrimination in em-
ployment.”

Appealing to the students in his
audience, Current told them that
they ‘“must continue their fight not
only while ‘in college but after
graduation.

“Negro communities are in need
of educated leadership to implement
NAACP court decisions, Such en-
lightened leadership, along with sup-
port of allies, church and civic
groups, will move mountains today,”
Current said.

“The American people are ready
for action on every front and the
Negro in this country must con-
tinue to press the issue at every op-
portunity,” he concluded.

White Workers Walk Off

Job; Force Discharge of
Lone Negro Brickiayer

Flagrant discrimination in labor forces reared its ugly head here last
week when a Negro bricklayer was forced to leave his job because white
bricklayers refused to work with him.

James Short, Negro bricklayer,
from Suffolk, Va. came to Des
Moines to work with Jessie M. Col-
ton, bricklayer foreman on the con-
struction job at the new shopping
center at Harding Road and Douglas
Avenue, Colton has operated all over
the country and Short has worked
with him for five or six years.

Refused to Work

According to reliable sources,
Short came with union card and was
cleared by the business agent. When
he went to work Monday, Oct. 4,
there were five white bricklayers on
the job. The next day two refused
to show up and on Wednesday three
refused to report for work.

Since work had to go on to beat
winter, Colton was forced to dis-
charge Short and he (Short) re-
turned to Suffolk, Va, On Thursday,
after Short left, six white brick-

layers showed up for employment
and worked.

Hypocritical

Local civil rights leaders have long
attacked what they call “the hypo-

critical stand of American labor
unions, that they talk equality with

| their mouths and practice discrimi-

nation in their action.” One leader
recalled that several years ago two
men came to Des Moines as brick-
layers and were advised to move on
to Waterloo. There are no appren-
tices or journeymen in the city.

The Des Moines Commission on
Human Rights contacted Al Daniels,
union agent and asked if “he rea-
lized he was violating the law, the
spirit at least—by refusing to abide
by his own rules; that this action
showed that the union officials had
no control over the men.”

Sees South’s Negro Vote

As Pivotal in

Fall Election

Kalamazoo, Mich.—Negroes in
southern states hold the key to
election of the next President, as-
serted Mrs. Margurite Belafonte,
NAACP special projects director, in
a talk prepared for delivery here

today.
Mrs. Belafonte appeared on the
WEKZO-TV show “Feminine Fan-

cies.” She visited the city as guest
of the local NAACP unit.

Neck-and-Neck

“Last week,” Mrs. Belafonte
pointed out, “the Gallup poll re-
ported that the 1960 Kennedy-Nixon
presidential race ‘is neck-and-neck’
in the South, long noted for its one
party system.

“Each ticket shows 46 per cent,”
she continued. “The balance of
power lies in the uncommitted eight
per cent. Anticipating a close race,

the Republicans are desperately try-
ing to entice the South’s 128 elec-
toral college votes.

“The southern Negro voter will be
pivot man in the bitter bid for M.,
Gallup’s undecided eight per cent.

Independent

“And if these voters follow their
FendenCy toward independent think-
ing, as in 1956, they may well be
the ‘balance of power in Virginia,
North Carolina, Florida, Tennessee,
Louisiana, Texas and perhaps
Georgia,” she said.

“Moreover there were more than
1,000,000 registered Negro voters in
these states in 1958,” Mrs. Rela.-
fonte added.

“Since that time, the NAACP has
carried on an intensive voter regis-
tration drive throughout the South.

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Florida Court Turns Down
Parker in Sit-in Appeal

Jacksonville, Fla.—The Florida
Supreme Court at Hallahassee has
refused to free Richard F. Parker,
a white student who is serving a
90-day sentence for taking part in
sit-in demonstrations here during
August.

Parker sits in jail with a broken
jaw received when he was slugged
by a segregationist after the riots
which followed the sit-ins. Unable to
eat solid food, he lost 25 pounds
during the first 35 days he was im-
prisoned. Because of his belief in the
philosophy of non-violence, Parker
refuses to prosecute his attacker.

No Vagrant

The student’s attorneys plan to
appeal to the federal courts to re-
lease Parker. They contend that his
sentencing on a vagrancy charge vio-

Parker himself points out that he
was in no sense a vagrant. He had
funds in a local bank, was on vaca-
tion as a student from Florida State
University, Tallahassee, and had a
room in a local hotel when arrested.

Watched 10 Days

Jacksonville police admit they ar-
rested Parker when he was sitting
alone in a white restaurant waiting
for a cup of coffee. They had been
watching him for 10 days because
he was the only white person who
had the courage to join Negro stu-
dents in sit-ins,

Parker took part in sit-ins on
Aug. 25 and 26. On Aug. 27 the
White Citizens Council brought on a
riot by flooding the downtown sec-
tion with hoodlums armed with ax
handles and baseball bats. Police
officials say they were unable to
restrain these men because of a
manpower shortage.

Arrested After Riot

Parker was arrested the day after
the riot by officers who had been
sent especially to lnok for him.
Police accused him of instigating the
sit-ins and thus bringing on the
riots. In Aug. 29 he was given the
jail sentence and taken to a tem-
porary cage to await transfer to
jail. He was sitting on a bench in
the cage when he was struck by the
segregationist, who shouted a racial
epithet as he hit Parker.

Jaw Still Wired

The student’s jaw was shattered
and several teeth knocked out. His
mouth is still wired up and he is
unable to eat anything but food in
liquid form. However, his spirits are
good and he has been strengthened
in his belief that he is doing right.

“I've always felt this way,” he
said. “I've always had a feeling for
the Negroes. I've always thought
they were not given rights they were

entitled to as American citizens.

Watch Out For This One!

Public health officials are wor-
ried, In the first five months of this
year, there were 50 per cent more

cases of hepatitis than during the
same period last year. And the Pub-
lic Health Service knows very well
that its figures don’t tell the com-
plete story. There’s no reason to ex-
pect a real epidemic, perhaps, but
good reason for everyone to learn
something about this illness.

Baffling Disease

Hepatitis, a disease which attacks
the liver, is baffling to medical
science and miserable for the victim.
A virus causes hepatitis, but no-
body’s been able to grow it in the
laboratory, which means no vaccine
can be developed for the present.

Hepatitis is highly contagious,
spreading through infected food,
milk, and water, and by touch. It
can take anywhere from ten days to
almost two months from the time
you pick up the bug until the first
symptoms appear. When they do,
they include fever and chills, head-
ache, tiredness, aching muscles, loss
of appetite, nausea, vomiting and
abdominal pain. After about a week
of this ,the skin and the whites of
the eyes may turn yellow with
jaundice.

Slow Convalescence

Jaundice lasts about a week or ten
days. But hepatitis isn't through
with its vietim yet. The patient is
still thoroughly ill, and so infec-
tious that he must remain in isola-

The Cooperative Intercollegiate
Examination Program is adminis-
tered as one of the services of the
Educational Division of the College
Fund. UNCF has conducted the pro-
gram since 1958. More than $400,000
in scholarship assistance will be of-
fered to students by the member
colleges this year. The aid will be
distributed on the basis of the CIEP
examination results. >

Dr. Mays said 30 of the 33 UNCF
members will participate in the test-
ing. An expected 8,000 to 9,000 can-
didates from more than 900 high
schools will take the tests.

High School Students

The examinations are open to high
school seniors and to a limited num-
ber of juniors and sophomores of
exceptional ability. The examinations
will be given in 265 centers across
the country.

Since the inception of the testing
program, the candidates have in-
creased in number each year from
2,800 in 1952 to more than 7,800 last
year.

U. S. Supreme

1st Case to Decide Legality
Of Student Demonstrations

Court Gets

New York—Argument on the first
litigation to reach the United States
Supreme Court embracing the basic
issues in the cases involving stu-
dents arrested in sit-in protest dem-
onstrations, was scheduled to be
heard Tuesday, Oct. 11.

The case involves a Howard Uni-
versity law student who was ar-
rested and convicted for refusing to
leave an interstate bus terminal res-
taurant when he was ordered out by
the management. The case was filed
with the U. S. Supreme Court on
Sept. 15, 1959, in behalf of Bruce

Boynton. He was arrested in De-

Terminal in Richmond, Va. while
en route from Washington, D. C. to
his home in Selma, Ala.

Boynton was convicted in the
Richmond Police Court and fined
$10.00. The conviction was twice ap-
pealed but upheld by the city and
state courts.

Legality
Thurgood Marshall, Director<Coun-
sel of the NAACP Legal Defense

and Educational Fund said that

while the Boynton case is not one
which involves the world famous

outbreak of student sit-<in demon-

strations, the decision could very
well resolve the legality of most sit-
in activities.

“The issue in the Boynton case is
whether an interstate passenger can
be convicted for refusing to leave a
restaurant which is obliged to serve
interstate travelers,” Marshall ex-
plained. Boynton has been sup-
ported by the United States Solici-
tor General in a brief filed as a
friend of the court.

Police Enforcement

Marshall pointed out that the is-
sue in most of the sit-in cases now
pending before the various courts

is whether the police can enforce
segregation in privately owned res-
taurants, lunch counters and other
places open to the general public.

“More than 1,600 students, white
as well as Negro, have been ar-
rested in 12 southern states,” Mar-
shall declared. “The majority of
the cases are in the lower courts
while a few have reached appeals in
other courts.”

continuation. Why not encourage a
work-experience program in the high
school?

Popular

Within regular public schools,
these programs are becoming more
popular. Most studies have found
that a higher proportion of boys
than girls leave school early, and
that the regular curricula are less
well suited to the post-school job
opportunities of boys.

Thus most supervised experience
programs—mechanical drawing, in-
dustrial arts, shop, auto mechanics,
etc.—are established for boys. These
programs differ from the regular
courses in that three or four hours
per day are devoted to the student’s
chosen work, while minimum aca-
demic work is required.

Continuation

Some states have adopted a ‘‘con-
tinuation” program, meeting the
needs of those students who have
left school for economic reasons and
those who remain unadjusted to full-
time school. These schools accept
students in their present habits and
standards, whereas regular schools
insist on a greater degree of con-
formity.

Supervised by school guidance
personnel, students are hired part-
time by community members, and at
times are paid from community
funds. They thus receive individual
attention in a non-formalized setting.
They can form habits and develop
personalities desired by employers
rather than the characteristics of
failure in school and on the job.
And they can equip themselves for
advancement on the job.

How do we parents fit into this
scheme? It will require effort and
thought, of course, to promote such

' programs in our high schools and to

follow them through. But the work
will be well repaid in happier, more
successful lives for our children.

Carrying his campaign to the vot-
ers via television, Senator Eastland
of Mississippi waived a sheaf of civil
rights bills- before the audience,
which had been introduced -in the
senate and had not passed partly
because of his strategic position as
chairman of the judiciary committee.

Senator Eastland told the voters
that if they wanted these bills
blocked in the senate in the future,
then they should re-elect him.

Undoubtedly, the senator told the
truth about his success in blocking
some of these bills. And unfortunate-
ly he will be re-elected and at his
old post as chairman again since
the senate will have a democrat
majority.

But these are brazen campaign
speeches. They smack at the type
the late Senator Bilbo made during
his lifetime, And in spite of these
inflammatory statements which no
decent candidate, Republican or Dem-
ocrat, can and will deny, no member
of Senator Eastland's party con-
demns him for them or spurns his
help.

Senator Eastland’s tactics continue
to prove Premier Khruschev's case
that in spite of our protestations of
the love for democracy and- the
dignity .of man, we continue to do
things which negative that position.

It's a pretty good rule to clean
your own back yard before criticiz-
ing the other fellow who has a dirty
one.

This principle is well illustrated
in the action of the ITowa Federa-
tion of Labor in criticizing the hotels
in Council Bluffs for refusing to
accommodate two African students
when here in Des Moines some of
its union brothers — bricklayers—
refuse to work with Negro brick-
layers.

That very thing happened a few
years ago except that the Negro
bricklayers (they came to Des
Moines and held bona fide union
cards) were sent on to Waterloo
rather than have them stay in Des
Moines.

Bricklayers on a shopping center
being constructed at Harding Road
and Douglas refused to return to
work until a Negro bricklayer had
been discharged in order to keep the
job going.

Most labor unions have non-dis-
crimination provisions in their laws.
Most of them carry on a good civil
rights campaign, particularly during
political years and yet their elected
officials seem powerless—maybe—to
maintain sufficient influence with
their members to have them obey
their own laws,

This conduct gives Des Moines a
bad reputation, It is the responsi-
bility of unions to clean up their
own unAmerican activities as well
ag criticize others for practicing the
same thing.

SUPPORT THE UNITED
CAMPAIGN—WORTHY

Des Moines is in the midst of its
annual united campaign, a program
which maintains agencies covering
recreation, social service, health, re-
ligious training in an efficlent man-
ner with relatively littte of the funds
collected used in administration.
