The government has filed liens
totallng nearly $6 million against
the estimate, unofficially valued up
to $25 million,

Mr.O yono has charged that he
was singled out of a crowd by the
police who demanded his identifi-
cation papers.

FAUBUS’ PLAN FOR KENNEDY

Washington, D. C.—Val J. Wash-
ington, Director of Minorities, Re-
publican National Committee, said
that the withdrawal from the Flori-
da presidential ballot by Governor
Orval Faubus spells out the “cross
that will double-cross any Negro
who votes for Senator John F. Ken-
nedy.”

The Arkansas Governor withdrew
his name as the State Rights can-
didate for President on the Florida
ballot, and came oue in support of
Senator Kennedy. Faubus’ name had
been placed on the Florida ballot by
the National States Rights Party
supported by 11,000 names. The
States Rights Party’s chairman W.
D. Burch said: “Faubus’ decision
comes as a complete surprise to me.”

HARLEM “PLEDGE”

Oliver W, Hill, former councilman
of Richmond, Va. charged Friday
that Nixon’s running mate, Henry
Cabot Lodge, is running away from
his Harlem “pledge” in speeches in
Virginia and North Carolina.

Hill cited the fact that Lodge told
newsmen in the South regarding a
Negro in the GOP cabinet, which he
pledged in Harlem, “I cannot
pledge anything”. Hill added, “Nixon
has refused to back up Lodge's
Harlem line and now the emptiness
of the GOP promises should be clear
to everyone.”

ENDORSE NIXON-LODGE

Atlanta, Ga.—The Atlanta Daily
World, in a front page editorial an-

nouncement Friday morning, Oct. 7,

endorsed the Richard Nixon-Henry
Cabot Lodge Republican ticket for
the Presidency and Vice Presidency.
The endorsement also was made by
the Memphis World and Birming-
ham World, affiliated semi-weeklies
of the Scott Newspaper Syndicate,
C. A. Scott, General Manager.

Senator John F. Kennedy in
Columbia, South Carolina, last week
attacked Vice President Nixon on
the issue of Civil Rights, charging
that Nixon has two different speech-
es on the issue.

Kennedy told his Southern audi-
ence that Nixon “makes a great
show of discussing this subject on all
of his trips to the South. But it is
hardly the same speech that he de-
livered in New York City a short
time ago. Up North he talks about
legislation—down here he emphasizes
that ‘laws alone are not the an-
swer’. Up there, he stresses how
quickly he will act in this area.

PROBING SIX WHITE

MEN WHO FLOGGED

NEGRO WOMAN IN GEORGIA INCIDENT

New York—An investigation is on
with the NAACP stimulating it—on
the flogging of a Negro woman by
six white men, who accused her of
“running around with white boys.”

The woman, 33 year old Mrs. Al-
lene Redwine, is reported to have
been dragged from a sharecropper’s
shack in Whitesburg, Ga. stripped
in the glare of auto headlights and
flogged by each of the white men
with a heavy leather strap. One of
the men was a teenager.

Told To Strip

“They took me around in front of
one car with the headlights glaring

and told me to strip. ‘You pull off
your clothes,’ one of them ordered
me, He said, ‘We ain’t bashful, are
you?’ . . . Then the men took turns
beating me. X1l of them beat me
across the hips, but that white boy,
he beat me across the breasts and
the head, too.”

Mrs. Redwine’'s companion — 59
year old B. J. Johnson, a Negro cot-
ton picker—was also beaten. The
Carroll County Sheriff Hugh Lee
Lambert said they have advised both
Mrs. Redwine and Mr. Johnson to
get a gun, keep their door locked
and defend themselves should the
trespassers return.

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BLIND ATTACK ON
LIQUOR-BEER SALES

Des Moines city officials, includ-
ing the police department, are tear-
ing their pants about the problem of
enforcing liquor and beer laws in
key clubs. Admittedly, the problem

of making the management of these

clubs keep within the law is diffi-
cult to the point that it is hard to
enforce.

Whoever thinks the sale of liquor
to individuals can be stopped is just
as silly as those who thought pros-
titution could be stopped by break-
ing up the old red light district.
Both are here to stay. The sane
thing to do is to regulate the sale
in such a way as to require it to be
done in a legal manner and at the
same time return reasonable revenue
to taxing bodies,

Fundamentally, the Iowa liquor
and beer laws are hypocritical and
thus difficult of enforcement. They
are unrealistic in that many people
want to be able to buy a drink when
they want to drink it. And that
time may be down town, at the
club, at a restaurant etc. This is
the situation in most states and
their crime wave seems no worse
than ours.

The key club law is no substitute
for a system whereby one may buy
liquor by the drink. And the key
clubs may be put out of business—
few are run for the sole benefit of
members—but this will scatter more
bootleg joints over the city and in
some neighborhoods zoned for no
such business,

The city council should join up
with- other Iowa cities in an effort
to have the legislature change the
Iowa liquor and beer laws so as to
permit a more realistic sale policy.
It would help enforcement and the
tax load as well,

WHY AMERICA LOSES
FRIENDS AT U.N.

When Khruschev was blasting the
U. S. because some African repre-
sentatives at the United Nations
were being discriminated against by
restaurants and hotels in New York,
many people were surprised and
even refused to believe that the
charges were true.

Following his speech, several
American Negro employees and of-
ficials at the UN. were polled as
to whether they had been subjected
to any racial discrimination in New
York. They answered that they had
not.

Last week, the daily press carried
stories pointing out instances where
such discrimination does exist, This
week, the NAACP offered its facili-
ties for coping with such things to
the U.N,, recognizing that something
must be done in its own backyard
to clean up racial injustices,

Senator Kennedy keeps telling his
listeners that America’s prestige is
slipping and cites the smaller vote
cast this year by African and Asian
nations at the U.N. for the programs
we advocate, (the one to prevent
taking up for debate the admission
of Red China to the UN. for ex-
ample).

Like most of Senator Kennedy’s
campaign speeches, he does not give
a reason why we are slipping. And
yvet the additional votes against
America came from African and
Asian nations. Undoubtedly, dis-
crimination against darker people in
America and recent incidents against
some of their representatives, lead
them to feel that in spite of beauti-
ful words our actions often insult
free men.

Much progress is being made to-
ward the elimination of racial in-
justices but as an observer looks
around he is bound to see many
problems unsolved in every part of
the country.

Hollywood, Calif. — Louis Arm-
strong, leather-lnged dean of Ameri-
can trumpet players, has asked the
U. 8. State Department for a visa
to include Russia in the six-month
tour of Africa and Europe on which
he embarked Oct. 11. Armstrong,
known as ‘“‘Satchmo” or “Ol Satch”
to millions of international jazz de-
votees, made the announcement on
the pre-taping stage of “An Hour
with Danny Kaye,” General Motors-
CBS color spectacular on Oct. 30.
