NAACP Sees “Strong Ray Of Hope” InB 
NEW YORK 

NAACP Executive 
director Benjamin L. 
Hooks said that, 
although the civil rights 
Organization was 
‘absolutely sorry that 
the decision did not go 
the other way’ in the 
Allan Bakke case, he felt 
that there was a ‘‘strong 
ray of hope’’ in several 
of the individual opinions 
handed down by 
members of the Supreme 

Court last Wednesday. 
Specifically, Mr. 

Hooks cited the ‘‘swing”’ 
vote of Associate Justice 
Lewis F. Powell who 
came down on both sides 
of the affirmative action 
question. He joined the 
5:4 majority in throwing 
out the special 
admissions program at 
the University of 
California, Davis 
Medical School because 
he felt that it specifically 
favored non - whites. But 
he upheld the 
constitutionality of 
racially conscious 

remedies in cases where 
race was not presented 

feasible,

Justice Powell said: 
“If petitioner’s purpose 
is to assure within its 
student body some 
specified percentage of a 
particular group merely 
because of its race or 
ethnic origin, such a 
preferential purpose 
must be rejected not as 
insubstantial but as 
facially invalid. 

Preferring members of 
any one group for no 
reason other than race 
or ethnic origin is 
discrimination for its 
own sake. This the 
Constitution forbids.’’ 

But, he continued, 
“The State certainly has 
a legitimate and 
substantial interest in 
ameliorating, or 
eliminating where 

the disabling 
effects of identified 
discrimination.”’ 

As the NAACP had 
done in its friend of the 
court brief in the Bakke 
case, Justice Powell 

referred to the Brown 
case as attesting ‘‘to the

varying other 
organizations? How was 
it done when so many 
people have placed 
negative stereo-types on 
students attending 
Hiatt? 

“I’m trying to develop 
positive images of the 
students and the school,”’ 
explains Mr. Alvin 
Hubbard. ‘‘Not just in 
black students but in all 
students, irregardless of 
their race.”’ 

For the past seven 
years Alvin Hubbard has 
graced the junior high 
school with his musical 
talents — what I prefer 
to call his ‘‘Healing 
power.”’ 

Having taught at Hiatt 
myself, I am aware of 

the developmental 
stages junior high 
students are going 
through, and how 
frustrating it is for a 
student to cope with 
disappointments, 
heartaches and 
depressive states — 
which often times we as 
teachers and adults 
forget they possess. Mr. 
Hubbard reminded me of 

one of the major things I 
missed at Hiatt and that 

importance of this state 
goal and the 
commitment of the 
judiciary to affirm all 
lawful means towards its 

attainment.’’ So he 
strongly upheld the 
Davis Medical School’s 
goal of creating a 
diverse student body. 

In effect, what Justice 
Powell did was to uphold 
the contention that Title 
VI of the 1964 Civil 
Rights Act forbids the 
use of race 
classifications’ in 
remedial programs to 
the extent that Davis 
did. He thus joined Chief 
Justice Warren Burger, 

Justices 
William H. Rehnquist, 
Potter Stewart and John 
Paul Stevens in this 
area. They did not base 
their ruling on the 
Constitution. 

In ruling that 
affirmative action was 
constitutional under the 
Fourteenth Amendment, 
Mr. Powell joined 
Justices William J. 
Brennan Jr., Byron R. 
White, Thurgood 

was being able to show

Marshall and Harry A. 
Blackmun. These 
justices also held that 

the Davis program was 
permissible under Title 
VI. 

Dissenting strongly 
‘from the majority, Mr. 

Marshall said he feared 
‘that we have come full 
circle.’ He traced the 
American history of 

racial discrimination 
and attempts to remedy 
this: practice. He 
applauded the Court’s 
decision that a 
university may consider 

race in admissions. But 
he maintained that ‘“‘it is 
more than a little ironic 

that, after several 
hundred years of class - 
based discrimination 
against Negroes, the 
Court is unwilling to hold 
that a class based 
remedy for -that 

discrimination is 
permissible.”’ 

He said that the social 

differences in the 
experiences of blacks 
“make it difficult for me 
to accept that Negroes 
cannot be afforded

Cost-Of-Living Increase Set For July

There has been so much said about the Bakke case 
that I thought I should let the legal minds take over. 
But that was before I read a news story in which the 
Chicago police asked the local authorities to hold up 
promoting a list ot officers that contained a certain 
percentage of blacks because the police association 
was going to court armed with the Bakke decision 
and get the list thrown out. 
Then I listened as people began to argue about the 

merits of affirmative action. The familiar argument 
is that people of the present generation should not be 
held accountable for what happened over a hundred 
years ago. 

But it actually comes up to being more recent than 
that. For instance, Blacks were excluded from just 
too many unions. In the railroad strike in the early

Approximately one week ago, the United States 
Supreme Court handed down what was anticipated 
by many to be the most significant court decision in 
the civil rights area since the 1954 ruling in Brown v. 
Board of Education, on the inequity of segregated 
schools. Those in the civil rights community feared 
that a decision upholding Allan Bakke, a 38 year old 
while male denied admittance to the University of 
California — Davis Medical School, would effectively 
destroy, or at least immediately circumvent all the 

progress made in the affirmative action area in the 
last 15 or so years. Conversely, a growing number of 

white conservatives, disgruntled by the inroads 
made in professional occupations by blacks and 
other minorities, hoped for a decision abrogating the 
so-called unfair admission practices by many of the 
nations universities. The decision, in fact, did 
neither. 

Basically, what the United States Supreme Court 
said was that Allan Bakke had indeed been 
discriminated against on the basis of color, 

expressly forbidden by the 14th Amendment to the 
U.S. Constitution and the Civil Rights Act of 1964, 
and should have been admitted to medical school.

As Black Americans increasingly suffer setbacks 
in their struggle for equality, such as the vote for 
Proposition 13 in California, it is well that we seek 
ever more urgently to expand our strategies for 
continuing the civil rights struggle. A cornerstone in 
our mission continues to be the Black Press, which 
provides an irreplaceable means for us to 
communicate among ourselves. 

This was one of the primary purposes of the Black 
Press when John Russwurm founded Freedom’s 
Journal back in 1827, thus establishing an institution 
to which we are still indebted today. Its primary 
role, as it was recognized then, of course, was 
protest, arrousement and crusading. 

For these reasons, I wish to express a special word 
of tribute to the Black Press for its support of the 
NAACP and its programs since its founding in 1909. 
Along with the Black Church, the Black Press joins 
the NAACP as three of the most enduring 
institutions in the struggle for full equality. 

    

  

admissions. Thus, it said, ‘‘... 

twenties, Blacks were brought up from the south to 
replace striking workers. They lived on the job 
because it was worth your life to try to leave at 
quitting time. 

. And besides, there weren’t too many places where 
that many Blacks could stay or eat in Des Moines. 
They were labeled strikebreakers, but some of them 
became tax paying citizens here and retired from 
the jobs that they came here to as strikebreakers. So 
we were kept out of the unions because we were 
strikebreakers. 

But, it never occured to anybody that if these 
Blacks were union members, that they could not be 
hired as strikebreakers. They would have had an 
equal opportunity to get jobs. Blacks on jobs were 
too often denied promotion and were often hired at 
less than white men for the same job. Because they 
took what they could get, they were labeled as 
people who worked cheaply. 

And why were they not brought up to the same 
level as the white workers? ‘‘They .don’t need as 
much to live on as we do.”’ Nowhere in history have 
I seen that Black people were to pay less for bread 
or utility services because they were Black. 
And so it goes. If Blacks had been given their 

equal chances even fifty years ago, you would not - 
have had these cries of reverse discrimination or 
any other kind of discrimination. People amuse me 
by telling how their uncle or maybe father started in 
some place and worked as a janitor or some other 
menial job and worked up to be the manager. ‘‘Now, 

The Court, in essence, said that Title VI of the Civil 
Rights Act of 1964, bars the recipients of federal 
funds (the university) from utilizing an admissions 
classification that imposes disadvantages upon 
individuals like Bakke, who ‘‘bear no responsibility 
for whatever harm the beneficiaries of the special 
admissions program are thought to have suffered.”’ 
Thus, the majority of the Court was striking down 
this particular special impermissible explicit racial 
classification. But the Court further held that race 
can be utilized as one element in a range of factors a 
university properly may consider in its process of 

the applicant who 
loses out on the last available seat. to another 
candidate receiving a ‘plus’ on the basis of ethnic 
background will not have been foreclosed from all 
consideration for that seat simply because he was 
not the right color or had the wrong surname...’’ 
What is at stake here? The Court decision is 

vague, I think purposely so to allow its interpretation 
by succeeding cases, some of which will be before 
the Court in coming months. The primary issue, as I 
see it, is the state of education for blacks and other 
minorities in this country. As we all know, or 
should know, the educational level of most blacks in 
the United States today is sub-standard in 
comparison with the average white student. Most 
intelligence tests utilized by educators today are and 
have previously been culturally biased against all 
minorities. It is, therefore, quite disturbing when it 
appears, as it does here, that many white Americans 
appear to be turning their backs on this problem, 
apparently wishing to sweep past discrimination 
against blacks under the proverbial ‘rug’. Those who 
supported Bakke in this situation, including, to my 
Surprise, the Anti-Defamation League of B’nai 

There are others, of course, such as the black 
colleges and fraternal organizations. Notably, all of 
them came to the NAACP’s support — and rescue — 
during the 1976 Port Gibson, boycott crisis when the 
Association was required to raise $1.6 million 

why can’t you do that?”’ 
Well, in the same establishment that your relative 

worked as a servant, I couldn’t even get in to ask for 
a job of any sort. Let nobody kid you. 

This kick on reverse discrimination is simply the 

new way of putting Black people back where they 
are supposed to belong. In the South, discrimination 
was open and one knew what he was up against. 
That is why it was much easier for the South to 
accept desegregation than it is for the North. 

In the North, people are just as much against 
desegregation as they are in the South, but they kept 
it hidden by pointing fingers at the South. That is, 
until it camped on their doorstep. ‘‘Blacks are 
getting everything’, became a familiar yelp as 
barriers began to break down. What blacks were 
getting was only what the rest of the country had 
always enjoyed. And that is everything! 

One thing that the Bakke deal has done is to open 
up a whole bunch of such court actions whether they 
win or not. And I always thought that discrimination 
was practiced by the people in power. Since when 
did Blacks get into power? 

To end this on a rather amusing note. A fellow 
asked to enter our Hilltop closed tennis tournament. 
That is the one we have for players at the park and 
who happen to be just about all Black. When I 

explained the situation to him, he said that was 
discrimination.’’ I asked him, ‘‘Where do you think I 
learned it?”’ 

B'rith, seems to indicate that in the future, blacks 
ean depend solely upon themselves for strength in 
efforts to remedy the effects of past discrimination 
in the field of education. It would indicate that 
blacks must again try to force themselves to become 
politically active to provide such a remedy. 
What effect will this decision have? Since it will be 

necessary to await further decisions from the 
Supreme Court to clarify this most recent one, 
present minority admissions policies will probably . 
not be affected in the short run. Officials of Iowa’s 
three state universities have already said that the 
decision wiill have no effects on their minority 
admissions programs, and I suspect that this is true 
nationwide. The decision does, however, have the 
potential to erode, if not eliminate, almost all gains 
in the civil rights area over the last 15 years, 
especially in view of the weakened political position 
of civil rights advocates in Congress. 
What it boils down to is that the concept of 

affirmative action, as we now know it, has been 
judicially approved by a narrow majority of the 
Supreme Court and that this current decision, 
without further clarification from later cases, will 
not produce any sweeping changes on the face of 
American higher education. It means that blacks 
cannot now sit down and resign themselves to the 
illusion that this case marks an end to efforts to 
improve the educational system in this country. It 
means only that blacks will have to look actively to 
other phases of American life, especially politics, to 
improve and advance themselves. And, most 
importantly, it means that blacks must again look to 
politics as the exclusive means to redress past and 
present social and economic inequities and provide a 
strong basis for action in the future. 

The Black Press, because of its fundamental 
function of communications, provided the Naacp 
with yeoman’s service during those critical months 
that began in the summer.

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History Struck Twice 
TO THE EDITOR: 

We are now facing a 
similar crisis, in which 
all the gains won by the 
massive pressure of 
minorities on the 
government through the 
Civil Rights Movement 
of the 50’s and 60’s are 
threatened. 

The Bakke case cannot 
be viewed in isolation, it 
must be understood in 
historical perspective. 
The recent surge of 
racism, the Right, the 
Ku Klux Klan, and the 
American Nazi Party 
follows a common 
pattern in U‘S. history. 

History teaches us that 
government has ignored 
the rights of minorities 
unless” political 
expedience or force 
requires it to do 
otherwise. 

A cursory view of the 
Reconstruction Era (1860 
- 1880) will illustrate the 

above mentioned 
pattern. 

In 1863, President 
Lincoln set forth a 
proclamation of 
reconstruction and 
amnesty to rebuild the 
country, particularly the 
South from the 
devastation of the Civil 
War. To insure Southern 
cooperation, Congress 
divided the South into 
five military districts 
and supplied each 
district with federal 
troops. 

Provisional 

governments were set up 
and run by Northern 
whites (carpet 

baggers), Southern white 
colloborators and a 
substantial number of 
Afro - Americans. 
Meanwhile, congress 
passed the Civil Rights 
Act of 1866 and extended 

the powers of the 
Freedman’s Bureau 

(which had been created 
in 1865 to clothe, feed, 

house and render 
medical care to the 
thousands of ex-slaves. 
Congress went on to pass’ 
and ratify the 13th 
Amendment (formally 
abolishing slavery), 14th 

Amendment (extending 
citizenship to Afro - 
Americans) and the 15th 
Amendment (providing 
Afro - Americans with 
the right to vote). This 
preoccupation with the 
rights of Afro - 
Americans by a 
Republican Congress 
was actually self - 
serving. By supporting 
the national movement 
for Afro - American 
suffrage, they were 
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assuring themselves of a 
solid Republican voting 
block in the South, since - 
Afro - Americans 
constituted about 55% of 
the Southern voting 
population.

Improvement Needed 

In CIRALG Job Programs 
Despite some recent 

improvements, the 
Central Iowa Regional 
Association of Local 
Governments (CIRALG) 
still has a long way to go 
to provide adequate job 
and training 
opportunities for 
minority and female 
applicants. This is the 
conclusion of the Iowa 
Advisory Committee to 
the U.S. Commission on 
Civil Rights in its report 
The CETA Program in 
Des Moines, released 
today. 

During its 12-month 
investigation, 
highlighted by a 2-day 
hearing in Des Moines in 
June i977, the 
Committee found that 
CIRALG did not make a 
maximum effort to 
include ‘‘hard core 
unemployed’’ in its 
training programs. The 
Committee recommends 
that CIRALG and the 
U.S. Department of 
Labor (DOL) ‘change 
selection criteria and 
admissions procedures.

newspapers carried editorials and printed free ads 
appealing for contributions. 

The NAACP’s Mississippi crisis has eased. But it 
has not totally disappeared. The Port Gibson 
merchants have appealed the decision by U.S. 
District Court Judge Orma R. Smith setting aside 
the state court’s bonding requirement. Those 
merchants want the NAACP to cough up that cash, 
at any cost. 

At the same time, the NAACP will proceed to 
appeal the case on its merits — that is, the judgment 
of $1.25 million — in the state courts. 

As a civil rights organization dependent upon the 
financial support of its members, and friends, the 
NAACP exists in a continuing financial crisis. There 
has never been enough funds for us to do as much as 
we would wish. But, given our very limited 
resources, the NAACP still continues to be the major 
civil rights organization in the nation. 

A primary reason, certainly, is the millions of 
working hours our volunteers contribute in this 
dedicated mission. 

So as we proceed to marshall our resources for 
that extra effort that is ever more needed for the 
continuation of the struggle, let us reach out for the 
support of the Black Press to join us in alerting our 
people to the expanding effort by white Americans to 
deny us of our recent civil rights gains. 

These attacks on civil rights are much more subtle 
than the tactics used by the Ku Klux Klan, the White 
Citizens Councils and red neck segregationists up 
through much of the 60s. Our enemies today are now 
using such tactics as the Bakke challenge to 
affirmative action programs, Proposition 13, snob 
zoning in the suburbs, redlining in the urban centers, 
outright 
exploitation to continue their ugly deeds of racial 
oppression. The NAACP therefore urges the Black 
Press to continue the crusades of the Russwurms, 
and the Thomas Fortunes and all of the other great 
black journalists who have lifted the Black Press to 
its present level of effectiveness.

don’t want to sing 
something gay and 
whimsical.

Mr. Hubbard is a firm 
believer of music 
because it transcends 
love. 
comes to me first really 
has it made, what a 
beautiful way to start 
their day!’’ beamed Mr. 
Hubbard. 

Mr. Hubbard began 
playing the piano by ear 
at age six, and from then 
on his love for music 
began to unfold. He 
explained how he was 
not forced by his parents 
to study, but how he was 
engrossed in the art and 
no coaxing was 
necessary. Also, he was 
fortunate enough to 
study with some of the 
best teachers in 
Knoxville, Tennessee 
where he grew up. 

After high school, Mr. 
Hubbard graduated from 
Knoxville College with a 
degree in piano, organ 
and basic music 
education. He began his 
teaching career in 
Alabama as a substitute. 
He taught there for two 
years and liked teaching, 
so his ideas of becoming 
a concert pianist were 
shifted. 

He moved. to Des 
Moines in 1965 and 
taught the physically 
handicapped for four 
years at Woodard State 
Hospital School. After 
which he taught two 
years at Urbandale Jr. 
High and since leaving 
Urbandale has been 
teaching at Hiatt. 

‘“‘The class that - 

Everyone who follows baseball

level up until very 
recently.

A teacher 
should just have a clear 
picture of which 
direction he’s going to go 
and time should be spent 
sharing it with the 
students. Also secondary 
music teachers must 
learn to acept good 
feedback.’’ continues 
Mr. Hubbard. 
Becoming familiar 

with his teaching 
methods and concern for 
students gives you an 
inkling on why he is so 
successful in his musical 
ministry. 

He beamed and so did 
the students when they 
were asked to sing at 
this years State 
Teachers Convention — 
the only Jr. High in the 
district asked to 
perform. : 

Mr. Hubbard is the 
Organists for Clifton 
Heights Pres. Church 
and has been for the past 
four years. 

Similiar to allowing 
students to vocalize their 
frustrations in his 
classroom at Hiatt, he | 

believes in doing the 
same at Clifton Heights. 

‘‘There is no other 
profession where a 
person can sing a song 
that would fit almost any 
person’s situation. 
Students are able to ‘“‘let 
it all hang out” and 
church members are 
able to become uplifted 
through spirituals gospel 
and hymns. I don’t know 
what goes on inside an 
individual; I don’t 
question people when 
they ask me to play a 
particular song, during 
the organ prelude, etc., I 
just play, because I 
know that music has a 
healing power.”’

They had only received 
reports from various 
sources. The NAACP, 
therefore, was planning 
to prepare a 
comprehensive response 
subsequently. 
Summing up the 

reactions of black civil 
rights and political 
leaders around the 
country, Vernon Jordan, 
president of the National 
Urban League, said that 
there was a consensus on 
two basic points. First, 
there was a feeling of 
disappointment over the

The Court’s decision in 
Bakke last week is 
complex, and there may 

- be a tendency to focus on 
the order that Bakke be 
admitted to the Davis 
Medical School. 
However, the real 
impact of the - Bakke 
decision is in that the 
majority of the Court 
upheld the use of race as 
a factor in university 
affirmative action 
programs. The practical 
impact of the decision is 
to uphold most 
university affirmative 
action programs. 

Five members of the 
Court reversed the 
California Supreme 

Court’s opinion that race 
may never be considred 
by a state university in 
admissions. The other 
four members of the 
Court expressed no view 
on this important 
constitutional issue. 

They did not dissent. The 

Court: did order Allan 
Bakke admitted to the 

university because five 
Justices thought that the 
particular California 
affirmative action 
program was unlawful. 

Four members of the 
Court thought it violated 
Title VI of the 1964 Civil 
Rights Act and one 

member (Justice 
Powell) thought the 
California program was 
too rigid to be 
constitutional under the 
14th .amendment. 
However, Justice Powell 
thought affirmative 
action programs 

operated by other 
universities were 

constitutional. 
Because of the 

complexity of the issue 
and the different views 
of the Justices, many 
programs may be 
attacked by rejected 
applicants. The need 
now is for careful 

planning by universities 
to develop sensitive, 
intelligent and flexible 
special admissions 
programs which will aid 
Blacks and other 
minorities in obtaining a 
fair share of scarce 
educational resources 
and comply with the 
Supreme Court.

The historical 
significance of the- 
decision in Allan P. 

Bakke’s challenge to the 
special admissions 
program of the 
University of California 
Medical School was 
evident by the 
appearance of a cross 
section of civil rights 
leaders in a joint news 
conference at the 
NAACP’s headquarters. 
Participating in addition 
to Mr. Hooks and Mr. 
Jordan were Bayard 
Rustin, director of the A. 
Philip Randolph 
Institute, Jesse Jackson, 

head of PUSH, Dorothy 
Height, director of the 
National Council of 
Negro Women, and Dr. 
Kenneth Clarke, a 
nationally recognized 
educator and 
psychologist. Also 

present was Aryeh 
Neier, executive director 

of the American Civil 
Liberties Union. 

The NAACP’s interest 
in the affirmative action 

concept> dates back to 
the early periods of the 
civil rights struggle 

when leaders fought for 
the enactment of civil 
rights laws. Ultimately, 

under the leadership of 
Executive Drector Roy 
Wilkins and -Washington 
Bureau Director 
Clarence Mitchell, 
affirmative action was 
expressly included in 
Title VI of the 1964 Civil 
Rights Act. 

As opposition to the 
widening use of 
affirmative action 
developed in the late 
sixties and early 

seventies, the NAACP 
began sounding the 
alarm about the dangers 
to recent civil rights 
progress. Much of this 
attack was led by former 
liberal supporters of the 
NAACP who generally 
charged that special 
college admissions 
programs and 
employment hiring or 
promotion plans,. in 

effect, were tantamount 
to ‘“*reverse 
discrimination’ against 
whites. .
