Langston Who?—Langston Hughes
(Black American Writer 1902-1967)

I play it cool
And dig all jive—
That’s the reason
I stay alive.

My motto, .

As I live and learn
Is

Dig and be dug

In return.

So goes the poem,
Motto by Langston
Hughes. He lived among
his people most of his
adult life in Harlem,
New York. There he
wrote about their joys,
despairs, excesses, and
hungers. His impact on
the Black literary scene
was so great that many
referred to him as the
poet-laureate of Black
America.

It is understandable
that Niambi Webster,
one of the guiding spirits
for the cultural arts in
this area should
recommend strongly
that a new and
enthusiastic drama
group should call itself
‘““the Langston Hughes
Players’’. (This group
will be featured in a
coming workshop called
‘““A HAPPY ENDING”
at Olmsted Center,
Drake University, July
28, 29. More about the
event will appear
elsewhere in this paper).

Niambi said, “When 1
first read the poem, “I
Too Sing America” in
high school during a
time when Blacks were
trying to find some

positive identification, I
was filled within to think
and know that our
forefathers had cared
enough to bring out
Black achievement.”’
She continued, ‘‘He
(Langston Hughes) is
inspiring, challenging,
he shows pride, respect
and he has helped to
bring about human
understanding between
all men.”

In relating to the new
theater - drama group,
Niambi said further,
“When we start talking
about Black
contributions and
especially theater and
literature contributions,
Langston Hughes who I
deem as being the
“father of the Harlem

Renaissance, comes to
mind.

He produced more
poetry, drama, stories,
etc. in his lifetime than
any other Black author.
He should be glorified.
This is the glory that is
due him as a unique
contributor to the total
American literary
scene’’. It is fitting then
that a new and
promising drama group
should assume the name,
the ‘‘Langston Hughes
Players”.

Let’s meet or renew
our acquaintance with
Langston Hughes, poet
laureate of Afro
America. For he was a

Public Hearings
On Community
Development Plan

At its meeting
Monday, July 10, the
City Council received a
plan for spending nearly
$6 million in Federal
funds to solve some of
the major problems
affecting Des Moines
neighborhoods. The
S 0-m.-m Honictiy
Development Plan was
submitted by the City’s
Central Advisory Board
and was developed using
the recommendations of
Citizen Boards in the
City’s six Prime Service
Areas.

Neighborhood Priority
Boards in each area met
last May to put together
their analysis of
conditions in their
neighborhoods, and the
proposed plan contains
over thirty programs to
improve housing, and
physical and social
services in the City.

The Council will hold
the first of two public
hearings next Monday,
July 17. Citizens who
wish to comment on the

Plan can voice their
opinions at this hearing.
No prior notification is
necessary. At this
meeting the Council will

also receive City
Manager Richard

recommendations on the
Plan. A second public
hearing is scheduled for
the regular council
meeting on July 24.

“Nazi March in Skokie”

Much has been made about the recent attempt by
a branch of the American National Socialist Party,
headed by Frank Collin, to march through the
predominately Jewish suburb of Skokie, Illinois, just
outside of Chicago. The American National Socialist
Party (a splinter group of the American Nazi Party,
formerly led by George Lincoln Rockwell) fought a
lengthy battle in the courts for the right to march,
although in the final analysis it proved unnecessary;
a rally was held instead in a Chicago park. A
number of civil libertarians, many of whom strongly
supported the Nazis’ right to march, have compared
this planned march with the Civil Rights marches
and demonstrations of the 1950’s and 60’s. I for one
can see few real areas of correlation between what I
consider to be two separate acts of ' political

Let us consider, for example, the characteristics of
both. The Civil Rights movement in the 50’s and 60’s
was composed of great numbers of individuals from
the social, political and economic classes in society
in which blacks were allowed, along with a small
number of largely middle class politically liberal
whites. These somewhat disparate elements
combined to march and demonstrate to draw public
and media attention to the historic mistreatment of
black Americans in all areas of life. Their primary

the country, including, of course, the granddaddy of
them all, the Ku Klux Klan. But these groups don’t
cause as much thought as do the people who
sympathize with them and stay in the back ground.
These people denounce the haters in public and
support them with money and encouragement in
private talks.

One can’t help but feel a little bitter when you read
of some refugee bunch brought over here, settled in
some _small town and given jobs and homes, and
fawned upon by local citizens. Your first thought is
would that happen to me if I went there. You know
damned well it wouldn’t. But that is the American
dream for people from other countries about
America. Some of us have it too.

You can cite figures showing that blacks are so
much better off than they were even five years ago,
but try telling that to the kids in the inner city who
have never had a job and have no prospect of getting
one. Those who are lucky enough to get out are doing
alright, but so many don’t make it. And you might
try telling the people who are sure they are in jail in
some cities because of nothing but race predjudice.

Now, I am not naive enough to think that all of
those convictions aren’t justified; neither am: I
simple enough to think that there aren’t some
miscarriages of justice. If all the people who are in
favor of these new (?) ideas that are called
conservatism would stand up and be counted, it
would really make things easy. But you have people
who are just as bitter against Jews and Blacks who
insist that they are not.

The suburbanites don’t want the blacks moving
into their neighborhood. Ethnic groups like to tell
how they were the victims of prejudice, but they
forget that they had white skins, and when they

purpose was to point out to white Americans how
blacks had been systematically denied the
constitutional rights normally given to whites at
birth.

The American National Socialist Party, on the
other hand, is constituted solely of the ‘‘dregs’’ of
white society. They are a group of malcontents
forced by the extreme nature of their ideology to
exist on the ‘“lunatic’” fringes of American society.
They are hardly the Aryan supermen expounded in
the writings of their progenitor Adolph Hitler. In
fact, this pitifully small number of men and women
are unemployed (or underemployed) and held in
contempt by a great majority of Americans. Most
important, however, is the fact that civil rights
movement represents that which the Nazi movement
seeks to do away with. In their frustrations and rage
at being unable to integrate themselves within the
bounds of political, social and economic prosperity,
they lash out at the most easily identifiable minority
groups in society and seek to project their own
miserable failures and shortcomings on those same
groups who have so recently gained a foothold in the
mainstream of American life (as a direct result of
the Civil Rights movement).

Let us also consider the social and political
position of the two ‘‘groups”. The Civil Rights
movement, on the one hand, is appealing to the
widest possible range of Americans and framing its
message in terms acceptable (to some degree) to
most people regardless of political, economic, and
social class making it quite easy for white
Americans to digest. Its ideology, which reflected
the extreme diversity in both black and white
America at the time, was most appealing because it
was writtén in ‘“‘constitutional”’ language, which
white Americans had been taught to live by from
birth. Its broad successes were, I believe,
representative of the room allowed within its bounds
for individual expression and individual effort and a
direct response to the largely demagogic state-or

could get enough to move they got away from it all.

Here in Des Moines, as soon as the Italians got
enough dough, they moved off the South Side. As
soon as the Swedes who wanted to move were able to
they got out of their neighborhood. And the only way
blacks got out for the most part was when the
freeway or Urban renewal came and set them out,
and then they barely got enough for their property to
make a-down payment on another house.

True, the people who do have good jobs are buying
into places they didn’t dare walk in ten years ago,
but we have so much ground to cover.

An example of what I am talking about is the fact
that the Register came out last week with a story
about the hanging of three black soldiers at Camp
Dodge for rape during World War I. Now that was
over sixty years ago. Why would Iowa’s greatest
newspaper come out with that bit of ancient history
on page one?

I talked to some soldiers who were there, all black,
of course, and they remember the incident well.
Their story differed considerably from the one in the
Register.

But one can see the pattern of what is called
conservatism creeping across the country and it is
directed at blacks and Indians and anybody else who
defends their cause. Since the Indians want to get
what they think is their just deserts, lots of people
want to put them back in their place, too.

Instead of war whoops they are swinging law
books and this is what worries white America. But
white America is swinging law books back. Look at
the number of reverse discrimination cases being
filed.

Where will it end? Will we drift further apart, or
will things finally get to where we can see the forest
instead of the trees?

group-centered movements of the past.

The Nazi program paints quite the opposite
picture. Their program, in contrast, is extremely
racist and elitist by nature, and therefore, does not
have a broad appeal. Although Proposition 13 and
other similar efforts at tax reduction by disgruntled
elements of white society (the silent majority) are
indicative of conservative efforts to turn back the
clock on efforts at legal equality for all Americans,
it is highly unlikely that the Nazi program could
ever have a sufficiently wide appeal to become a
serious threat. There would not seem to be any
danger of a Depression style takeover of the United
States as was the case in Germany during the 1930’s.
It is certain a National Socialist revolution in a
country as ethnically diverse as our own would
necessitate drastic upheavals in all parts of our
already fragmented society but that some racial and
economic diversity, so lacking in Germany in the
1920’s and 30’s is that which makes it so unlikely in
the United States.

Thus, although there is an elemental right of free
speech and action guaranteed by the U.S.
Constitution to all Americans, and it is undeniable
that Americans must have the right to voice
unpopular ideas even when they conflict with those
of the majority to grant such rights to those who
seek to deprive blacks and other minorities of these
same rights by fascist oppression would seem to be a
contradiction in principle. Perhaps this apparent
contradiction in principle is representative of our
times, and is not predictive of a societal acceptance
similar to that induced by the Civil Rights
movement. The American National Socialist Party
clearly does have the right to exist within the bounds
of civil society, but when it transgresses these
bounds by advocating unlawful action, then it does
indeed constitute a clear and present danger to
blacks and other minorities by fanning the flames of
conservative extremism and should, therefore, be
strictly limited in both word and act.

is crucial that white America recognize the danger
of racism to the whole nation. If you suspect this is
just Edna Griffin’s personal opinion, please read the
July - August, 1978 issue of the Crisis. The article I
have in mind, ‘“America’s History of Inequitable
Racial Policies” by Clifton H. Johnson, Director of
the Amistad Research Center, New Orleans,
Louisiana. What he has to say was written before the
decision on the Bakke case was made public. Here is
a brief quote from the aticle. To encourage reading
of the entire piece. By the time of the American
Revolution, the Europeans had substantially blended
to form a common culture around four main
elements: political democracy, private economic
enterprise, Protestantism, and color.

The importance of color is illustrated by the fact
that white Catholics, although denied political rights
in some states, were socially tolerated or accepted.
On the other hand, the two major non-white groups,
Indians and Negroes, were each given a separate
and distinct social and political status which was to
continue under the Constitution of the United States.
When you have finished reading The Crisis article,
you will realize the sharp legal focus of Mr. Justice
Thurgood Marshall’s comment.

It is possible that Justice Marshall’s penetrating
questions may well have created a need among some
of the Supreme Court Justices to explain their
individual positions. Such an occasion is infrequent.
Bakke won the majority opinion of five. The opinions
of the four dissenting Justices are more likely to be
subjects of legal textbooks and classroom
discussions, I predict. This has little to do with the
immediate problems of contractors on their way to
courts to make affirmative action null and void in
their industry on the grounds that there are no
minority contractors available!

The Benevolent Association of Policemen and
Associations of Firemen are well on their way to the
court houses across America. It is believed by many
that our economy is unsteady. The gains achieved in
the sixties by minorities and women are under
pressure. Unions are being blamed for inflation in
many quarters.

We have right under our noses in West Des Moines
a dress rehearsal of what may be expected. Delevan
is a relatively small plant. The workers have been
on strike for more than a year. The plant is, under
the right to work law, in full operation. It is my
understanding the non-union workers presently
employed are receiving higher wages than received
by those on strike. The union no longer represents
the employees and management is seeking
decertification of the union as the bargaining agent.

This action will be taken by the Labor Relations
Board. No long drawn out court battle will be
necessary. Questions of seniority, affirmative action,
and wages will be settled to the disadvantage of
workers on strike, workers in the plant whatever
their color. I am suggesting America isn’t going to
prosper without full employment for more than the
legal profession.

Who Is The Exploited And
Who Is The Exploiter?

A few days ago as my ship pulled into the port of
one of our most festive black Caribbean Islands, I
anxiously anticipated debarkation.

A long awaited return to this island was
anticipated for many reasons. Foremost, I wanted to
be afforded the pleasure and rare opportunity to see
our dark sisters and brothers — in another culture,
...and very much in command.

My eager cloud of glorious anticipation was soon
to be burst only moments after my feet touch this
Caribbean soil. Once down the gangplank and across
the pier. ...the great rape for the green in my wallet
was on!

One’s attempted stroll through the market place
became a sea of hands and voices, ...tugging and
pulling at you to buy ‘‘their” wares, as opposed to
their competitors.

...And I said beligerently in my mind, ‘‘please just
leave me alone! Let me shop undisturbed!”’ Just
then a woman grabbed my arm and pulled me
toward her booth saying, ‘‘Ahhh, come here sista’
ladee’, let ME show you what I have.”

Somehow I escaped and moved on further into the
market place. But my escape had only begun. Until
finally. in peace, I was able to find gifts and items
that struck my fancy. And, I bought them!' ...from
those merchants who gave me the courtesy of
liesurely shopping. I was not pressurized, and I was
respected as a customer rather than a ripe tourist.

At the end of my shopping trek, I made my way
back toward the ship, just before I reached the pier,
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a-small girl spotted my newly purchased straw bag,
and made her attack. She pleaded to allow her to
sew my name on my bag for a very small fee.
Sucker that I am, I sat down on a bench to watch
her. Just before she finished, her even smaller male
companion asked me if I would like to hear a song
while I waited. I handed him a quarter and he
started to sing. Immediately she finished. I paid her.
She thanked me and they started to walk away. I
called to him, ‘“Hey what about the rest of my
song?”’ He smiled, while putting my quarter in his
pocket and said, ‘it was a short song”. I laughed
and told him that I thought that I had just been
‘ripped off’. He said, ‘‘that’s life.”

I continued across the pier toward the ship when a
very athletic, slightlyclad, barefooted native strode
past me like a gazelle heade¢d for the Promised
Land. As he passed, he said, “Hey Mama’ and
continued his stride toward my ship. I couldn’t help
wonder why he was going toward the ship. As I
arrived at the ship’s side, I looked up, ...there he
was on the deck collecting dollar bills from folks who
would like to see him dive off the ship into the
harbor waters.

I stopped and I thought how sad it must be for a
city or a country to have a dependence upon tourism
for its survival. :

But then I was able to turn the tables also. I looked
at an island where millions of people pour in yearly,
taking what they can while they can in the holy
name of souvenir. We take their crafts away from
them to lands afar, and we often stare at them in
disbelief at the way they go about their various
lifestyles.

My next thought was, ‘“‘but, they are programmed
to tourism, and they are used to all of it. Therefore,
they must not harbor any humiliation. But, surely
they must. But, maybe not.”

And suddenly I was confused. I couldn’t determine
who was exploiting whom! Who was the exploiter
and who was the exploited?

As I really thought about it, I realized that I did
not have to go that far away from home to truly
recognize that the great game of exploitation was
still an ongoing art. It is happening in our daily
lives, ...in ALL facets of our lives. And sadly, it
always shall.

Everyday we encounter some type of exploitation.
Black men exploiting the precious jewel of black
womanhood. Women taking men for a ride in the
name of ‘‘financial gain’’. Youth brainwashing their

man who put the soul of
the Black man on paper
with all its rhythms and
passions. The voices of
Harlem cried out in his
verses and stories. His
works include: ‘‘the
Weary Blues,”” ‘‘Fine
Clothes to the Jew”,
‘‘Shakespeare in
Harlem’’, ‘“Montage of a
Dream Deferred”’, ‘‘Ask
Your Mama’’, ‘“The
Panther and the Lash”
and other works.

Langston Hughes has
said that his classmates
started him out as a
writer. About the time
when he was ready to
graduate from grammar
school in Lincoln, Illinois
his classmates selected
him as class poet. He
recalled with
amusement, that he was
the only Black in the
class and they thought a
poet needed rhythm.
“They pointed me out as
someone who must have
rhythm,” said Langston
‘“‘and they decided I
should be ‘‘it’’.”” He was
only fourteen years old
and he had never really
thought about being a
writer.

But he was ready for
the challenge of being
the class poet. He went
home and wrote sixteen
short poems praising his
teachers and classes.
Langston was fond of
telling this story of his
beginnings as a writer.
Needless to say, a youth
as gifted as Langston
and endowed as he was
with his grandmother’s
ideals probably would
have begun writing
sooner or later.

Langston Hughes was
born in a small Missouri
town called Joplin on
February 1, 1902. His
father, an emotional,
angry and embittered
man left Langston and
his mother while he was
still a baby. He
eventually made his
home in Mexico. In all
fairness to James
Hughes, ‘'Langston’s
father, he was driven to
despair by the racial
policies in the United
States. After suffering
v-arteuns - rtaecial
humiliations, he no
longer desired to live in
America.

Thus Carrie, his
mother, was left with the
difficult task of caring
for a small baby. She
had studied for a brief
period of time at the
University of Kansas.
She held various jobs
which she found difficult
to keep and still care for
a baby son. After a time
she obtained work as a
stenographer for a Black
lawyer in Topeka,
Kansas.

She and her young son
went to live in a small
room located over a
plumbers shop there. It
became Langston’s job
to be on the look-out for
boxes in the alleys that
could be used to keep a

small fire going in a
one-pot stove used for
cooking and heating.
Langston was now school
age and he was eager to
start formal schooling.

His mother took him to
register at the nearest
school. They were told
by officials that the
school was for whites
only. ‘“‘Go across the
railroad tracks,” the
official told them.
“There you will find the
school for colored folks
— that is where you
belong.’’ But Mrs.
Hughes had a fighting
spirit. She insisted that
Langston did not have to
go across the railroad
tracks.

She succeeded in
taking her case to the
school board. She
pleaded and argued her
case. As a result her son,
Langston, the future poet
laureate of Black
America was the first
Black to attend the
Harrison Street School
near their home over a
plumber’s shop.
Langston eventually won
some friends among
teachers and students
alike at the school.

His mother was a
great lover of literature
and drama. One of the
first plays she "took
Langston to see was
“Uncle Tom’s Cabin”,
the dramatic rendition of
Harriet Beecher Stowe’s
famous anti-slavery
novel.

His parents united for
a short time and
separated again.
Langston was eventually
placed in the care of his
grandmother. At the
tender age of seven, he
began a remarkable
relationship with Mary
Langston, and Indian
looking woman with
copper skin and very
straight Black hair.
When Langston looked at
her he was always
reminded of an Indian
woman.

No wonder — his
grandmother ‘was a
Cherokee Indian who
had lived in North
Carolina. Grandmother
Langston was born free
during slavery days and
she was able to cross
over in the free state of
Ohio. There she would
become the first Black
woman to attend
Oberline College. When
she and Langston came
together, she was nearly
seventy years old. She
was a proud woman who
did not yield easily to
racial humiliation.

She was attempting at
the time to earn her
living by renting rooms
to students at the
University of Kansas in
Lawrence. She taught
Langston that he must
be tough to face life.
Even as a young boy, he
soon became aware that
Jim Crow was all around
him. When he had a
nickel or dime to go to
the movie theater in
Lawrence, he would see
the sign: COLORED
NOT ADMITTED. He
was not allowed to enter

“local track or swimming

meets. The Young Men’s
Christian Association
located next door to his
school would not admit
Blacks. His grandmother
took the Topeka Plain
Dealer, the local Black
newspaper.

They would go over
the paper together.
Headlines wusually
screamed about beating,

whippings, jailings,
lynchings — especially
down South. He

wondered how anyone
dare go South. Young
Langston’s mother
taught him that Blacks
could fight back. They
used to sit together on
the front porch and talk
about what was in the
Black newspaper. She
told him about how her
father had been a free
Negro who helped slaves
learn the stonemason
trade in North Carolina.

He also heiped some
slaves go north to make
a new start in life. Once
his grandmother took
him to see and hear
Booker T. Washington.
He did not understand
much of what
Washington said at the
time. However, he
sensed a great deal of
controversy surrounding
his appearance.
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His grandmother used
to show him a magazine
called ‘“The Crisis’’. It
was full of stories and
pictures about
outstanding Blacks and
various human rights
activities all over the
United States. His
grandmother loved to
quote Dr. William E.
DuBois from the pages
of the magazine. She
explained to Langston
that the magazine was
giving news about the
newly formed
organization called the
‘““‘National Association
for the Advancement of
Colored People.”

There were Whites and
Blacks working together
in the NAACP! She told
him that DuBois was a
great man who had been
educated at Harvard
University. She
emphasized that he was
not great because he had
a fine education. He was
great because he wanted
all Blacks and people of
color to have their
rights. ‘““He believes in
equality for all citizens
and he is willing to fight
for it”’, she told him. :

Langston came to
treasure a book more
than all others which he
had seen or read. The
book was written by
DuBois and there were
no pictures for a young
reader to look at in this
book. Its title was ‘“The

Souls of Black Folk”.
One line from this book
stood out in Langston’s
memory: ‘“The problem
of the twentieth century
is the problem of the
color line.”

Over and over Mary
Langston read these
words from the first
page to her young
grandson. She read
further: ‘“‘One ever feels
his two-ness — an
American, a Negro; two
souls, two thoughts, two
unreconciled strivings,
two warring ideals in
one dark body, whose

dogged strength alone-

keeps it from being torn
asunder.’”’ Langston
grew to love, respect and
admire his grandmother

during the years he
spent with her.

These were the seeds
of nourishment planted
to produce the future
poet laureatte of Afro
America. Langston’s
beloved grandmother
passed away when he
was twelve and he
suffered a great loss.
But her .ideals were to
remain with him
throughout his life. He
remembered vividly
what she had told him
and taught him during
the evenings at home
and those pleasant
summer evenings on the
front porch. Is it any
wonder that he wrote
years later in ‘‘The
Negro Mother”’:

All you dark children in the world out there
Remember my sweat, my pain, my despair.
Remember my years, heavy with sorrow—
And make of those years a torch for tomorrow.

Oh, my dark children, may my dreams and my

prayers

Impel you forever up the great stairs—
For I will be with you till no white brother
Dare keep down the children of the Negro mother.

REMODELING

Des Moines Savings
and Loan President
Richard L. Bryan today
announced a major
energy - saving
remodeling project in
downtown Des Moines.

$325.000 program when
completed by the end of
August, will convert all
372 windows on the
south, east and west

‘“We are trying
everything we know to
help people fight the
rising cost of energy,”
he said. ‘“‘This particular
project will immediately
benefit the business
sector in terms of
helping to hold the line
on leasing and rental
costs. It also will greatly
increase office comfort
and add to the
continuing beautification
and ‘new look’ of
downtown Des Moines.”’

According to Des
Moines Savings and
Loan Commercial
Properties Manager Rex
Lewers, the window
units are a new
development by the
Rolscreen Company of
Pella, Iowa. They are a

double pane design with
the inside glass tinted
‘“solar bronze’’ to reduce
temperature penetration
and glare.

Two - thirds of the
units feature a unique
‘““slimshade’’ venetian
blind installed between
the glass panes. Each
has its own shade
control. Pella estimates
that heat gain in the
summer will be reduced
by approximately 80%,
thereby drastically
cutting down on heating
and cooling energy
consumption. In winter,
the shades can be tilted
to capture additional
heat rays from the sun.

Because the
replacement window
units are smaller than
the original windows
installed in 1915, they
are built with a special
modern framing design
which will greatly
change the look of the
Savings and Loan
Building, Lewers said.

Maintenance economy
is another money -
saving benefit. The new
windows are designed to
eliminate outside
cleaning. Although
closed and sealed to
increase safety and stop
energy leakage, the units
can be opened by a
special security key
from the inside.

Architects are Lynch,
Payne, Champion,
Bernabe, Inc. Harold
Payne of that firm
stated that the building
should be a model of
energy efficiency in
downtown Des Moines as
soon as all phases of
construction are

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This should be some month. Our Des Moines
Hilltop Open tennis meet gets under way in a couple
of weeks.

This meet may not be the oldest meet in Iowa, but
it isn’t far from it, like maybe second or third. And if
one cares to go back to the original tournament
which was called the Des Moines City Negro
tournament, it may well be the oldest. For, it
branched off into the present Des Moines Hilltop
without missing a year and has been running since
1929, fifty years this year.

Our City meet ran unbroken for twenty years, but
we were limited because there just were not very
many black tennis players.

A good draw for the men’s singles would be about
twenty or twenty-five. But we had fun. In spite of the
fact that we couldn’t get dual meets with the various
cities that had tennis teams (they wouldn’t even
answer our letters when we mentioned the fact that
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we were black).

We had tennis parties choosing up sides and
playing meets among ourselves. And sometimes
going to Omaha or Kansas City to play matches.

There was always the black Missouri Valley meet
in Kansas City to look forward to, and then there
was the Negro National meet which was quite a deal
to attend. Between social affairs they managed to
get quite a bit of tennis played.

The Missouri Valley was more serious, those
cookies played for keeps. But this thing might have
run its course because of the scarcity of players.
Then, maybe not; in the late forties just before we
integrated, we had a crop of young players who, with
a little competition in the right circles might have
become tough. They weren’t bad as it was.

I have often told what a fuss it kicked up when we
were asked to let white folks get into our meet when
we couldn’t get in very many of theirs.

The argument was that they would win all the first
places. Brother Bill Ashby, Chet Williamson and I
agreed to that, but we argued that if we were to
develope our tennis players, we were going to have
to pay the price and take some beatings until we
could develope some players who could play in that
company.

Then there was the struggle to get into the
Missouri Valley Association, the branch of the
US.T.A. That was reserved for members of the
Cacausian race, so we were told. So the Des Moines
Tennis Association suggested that we join the Iowa
Tennis Association. That resulted in the local club
being threatened with expulsion, but the members

stuck to their guns and we were admitted into the
Des Moines Tennis Association as a part of the Towa
body.

And when the Missouri Valley meet was held in
Des Moines, Brother Bill became the first black
tennis player in the thing. Bill drew the number one
seed and lasted about half an hour, but he played,
the first of a long line of blacks to do this.

I think the thing that kept the Hilltop Open alive
has been the fact that all tennis players look alike to
us. We have tried to hew to the line no matter who
was involved. We thought if we didn’t do this, we
would be suspected of not knowing what we were
doing. and so our rules committee has very seldom
been caught off base in all these years, and most
players know it. And we have come up in the last
five years with our share of black players, and we
were not making any special effort to find them.
They just happened along from places like Omaha.
Kansas City and Minneapolis. {

Then quite a few local blacks are getting into the
thing, but they have some distance to go before they
can keep up with the outsiders. But, in all of this we
have never made race an issue. The only thing we
are looking for is the best tennis player on that
particular weekend, and that is all.

This could be a draw about like the one last year,
but I don’t know why. However, see you out there.

And getting away from tennis, Lee Elder qualified
for the Masters golf meet by winning the Milwaukee
Open meet from a field that didn’t include a lot of
the big names because they were getting ready to go
to England, but there were enough big names in it to
count as a big win for Lee.
