Patricia Harris,
secretary of H.U.D.
spoke on the evening of
the 4th of July. She
urged the delegates not
to despair, because as
she said, ‘‘Life ain’t been
no crystal stair’’. Harris
urged delegates to

remain vigilant. ‘“We
have every right, she
said, to ask the

American people to use
at least half the amount
of good will to end
discrimination as the
amount of evil intent and
cruelty used to enforce
slavery, lynching and
murder of civil rights
activists’’.

Years ago black men
and women who were
talented artists, designed
and created their
individual modes of
expression on canvas,
paper, making jewelry
etc., for anyone, no one
was able to look at a
piece and say, ‘a black
man did that!’ Then we
went through the Civil

Rights era which was
the fore thought of the
Black Arts Movement
and black artists across
the country flourished
artistic creations
depicting black life and
African art was at its
peak.

Now Black artists
have shifted back to
being universal, original
and creative pieces that
could depict any race,

creed or color.

In Des Moines among
the many fine and
talented artists is Robert
Connor , who is a
Production Specialist for
Heartland Area
Education Agency.

These lines from
‘“Aunt- Sue’s Stories”
were written by Hughes
just a few years after
the death of his beloved
grandmother. The years
that they spent together

were very important
ones for Langston and he
may have had her in
mind when he wrote this
poem.

Langston attended
Central High School in
Cleveland, Ohio. An
English teacher, Miss
Ethel Weimer was an
important influence on
him. He heard lines from
Shakespeare and from
Sandburg in her class.
Carl Sandburg was

A bar of steel — it is only

considered a very
controversial poet at the
time. Many of the critics
and teachers did not like
the language he used in
his poems. But Miss
Weimer appreciated his
poems and so did
Langston. Sandburg used
very plain, direct and

powerful language to
describe real-life
experiences:

Smoke at the heart of it, smoke and the blood

of a man.

Langston understood
very well about the steel
mills and the steel
workers. He knew about

Andrew Young and

Soviet Dissidents

Much has been made over the last week of the U.S.
United Nations ambassador Andrew Young’s
comment upon the existence of hundreds, if not
thousands, of political prisoners in the United States.

The statement compared the status of political
prisoners in the Soviet Union (notably Anatoly
Scharansky and Aleksandr Ginzburg) to that of
similarly interned individuals in the United States
(like the Wilmington 10). The reaction in most
government circles in this country was one of shock,
disbelief, and anger. Many Congressmen and public

The stronger his comments were, the more space
they got in the papers. Editorials praised the guy for
telling it like it was, and thought he was doing a
great job. But, now the shoe got on the other foot
when Young became UN Ambassador and began to
say the same things about the west that Moynihan
had said about the third world, people — folks
wanted him fired, or at least muzzled.

So now this latest flap has been played up until one
would think that Young had offered to sell our
secrets to Russia or Cuba. It was bad when he said
he couldn’t see too much harm in Cuba in Africa,
and he might have added that European nations and
the U.S. had been in there for centuries, or at least
decades. Maybe he did add that, but it was ignored
in the secramble to jump on his remarks.

I don’t know about now, but in the sixties there
were lots of folks in jail because they disagreed with
the people who ran the local governments. We had
one or two of them here. Charley Knox who was
labeled a rabble-rouser, and jailed several times, but
was never convicted of a felony.

There were a couple more, and I suspect that
there were lots of them black and white around the
country. When you count political prisoners, you
would have to listen to the bunch in Wilmington who
insist they are just that plus the fact that most of
them are black. These and people like them were
probably the people Young had in mind when he
made his remarks. And instead of the press going to
him and asking him for his interpretation of his
remarks, they jumped sky high and started
everything he said on the bandwagon.

figures, including former Secretary of State Henry
Kissinger, strongly denounced the Young statement
while others called for his resignation, including
Charles Grassley, an Iowa Republican. Many
pointed to Young’s “habit”” of embarrassing the
United States on subjects of domestic and
international delicacy, like racism ‘and human
rights. The truth is, however, that Andrew Young
spoke the truth, although perhaps slightly
overstating his case.

Several months ago, Young correctly labeled
Great Britain as the home of racism in the Western
world, drawing heated fire from those most directly
affected by the statement. Clearly, the truth hurts.
In this same light, it would fly in the face of
established facts if Americans continued to deny the
existence of political prisoners in this country. True,
they may not number in the thousands; but they
nonetheless exist, eonsisting primarily of Blacks,
Latinos and Indians, disadvantaged groups who
wield the least political power. The plight of Soviet
dissidents Scharansky and Ginzburg can indeed be
compared to that of minority individuals being held
in jails and prisons throughout this country on
trumped up charges leveled by reactionary whites.
Andrew Young’s statement helped to avoid self -
righteousness on the part of this nation’s chief
executive in attacking political oppression in the

When he said if they want to impeach me, let
them. It came out in some papers as ‘‘Young says
‘impeach me if you can’”’ and that wasn’t what he
said at all. But the Chicago Tribune would like to
have the head of Andy Young, and wouldn’t pass up
a chance to try to get it. I would have to admit that
the statement was just a bit out of order, coming at
the time it did, and if the man was wrong, that was
the error. :

But, to my knowledge, the entire interview has
never been published or at least I have not seen it.
The man was talking to a Communist reporter and
they never miss a chance to embarass the United
States if they can, and it is very possible that what
Young said wasn’t exactly like that at all.

But the whole thing has been a tempest in a
tea-pot except to the people who never did want a
black man in the position of UN Ambassador in the
first place. Nothing he does pleases them, and you
have only to look at the background of some of the
members of Congress who tried to impeach him. A
member of the John Birch Society, and Barry
Goldwater who was notorious for his votes against
civil rights and justified them by saying one can’t
legislate morality.

And read the comments of the people who write
into newspapers against the man. You don’t have to
ask what side they are on. But I believe that sooner
or later Young will have to go because there are lots
more white voters than there are Blacks, and if they
all get out and vote, President Carter is going to be
faced with the difficult choice that they say people in
Russia used to have when they were chased by
wolves. Who do we throw out to them first?

Soviet Union.

President Carter, it seems, has begun to resort to
the inflammatory rhetoric of the Cold War era of the
1950’s and 60’s in attacking the socialist nations of
the world. It seems rather hypocritical for him to
attack another country for human rights violations
while doing nothing about similar conditions in our
own country, including racism, discrimination, and
other forms of unlawful treatment of minorities.
True, the recent visit to the Soviet Union by former
world heavyweight boxing champion Muhammed Ali
with his remarks as to the “free”” conditions existing
there is entitled to significant weight and emphasis,
but in the circumstance where, as here, his visit is
arranged and structured by the Soviet government
itself (which allows the visitor to see only that which
the government wishes him to see), it seems likely
that it is at least partially inaccurate. The concept of
communism as it practically exists in the Soviet
Union has never, and probably never will, eradicate
class differences between individuals. It is certainly
not the socialist topic forseen by Marx and Lenin,
but nonetheless we must live with the Soviet Union
and attempt workable solutions to the problems of
the world. These solutions are obviously not easily
facilitated by the self - righteous condemnations of a
foreign regime by the present Administration. We
must be realistic in assessments of our country’s
problems else they will never be solved.

Bakke Decision: A Challenge

Americans deeply concerned about the extensive
and continuing onslaught on recent civil rights gains
have been correctly troubled by the Supreme Court’s
decision ordering the admission of Allan P. Bakke to
the University of California, Davis Medical School.

The court ironically ruled that Title VI of the Civil
Rights Act, which had been enacted during the
height of the civil rights turnoil in 1964 to help blacks
overcome the history of racial discrimination,
prohibited the exclusion of Bakke, a white
33-year-old engineer, from admission among the 16
places that had been reserved for disadvantaged
minorities.

By this decision, Associate Justice Thurgood
Marshall eloquently lamented, the Court had ‘‘come
full circle.” The court’s only black member traced
the American history of racial discrimination and
the repeated attempts to remedy these injustices.

He applauded the Court’s decision that ‘a
university may consider race in admissions. But he
maintained that ‘it is more than a little ironic that,
after several hundred years of class-based
discrimination against Negroes, the Court is
unwilling to hold that a class-based remedy for that
discrimination is permissible.”’

Bakke, as an individual, did win a battle, but not
the war. His success was minor compared to the
strong reaffirmation of affirmative action by five
members of the court. Associate Justice Lewis F.
Powell, while joining the 5:4 majority in ordering
Bakke’s admission, also joined the other four

I fear that President Carter has slipped into the
dangerous condition of oversimplifying the problems
facing the United States in his attempts to please
everyone. Human rights stands are quite admirable
when placed in their proper perspective, but little
can be done when accusations of rights violations
are leveled by one country against another, since the
obvious reaction is one of hostility. Unemployment,
inflation, balance of trade deficits, and
environmental problems should take precedence
over concerns about the human rights of citizens of a
foreign country. This is not to say that this country
should not use its considerable leverage on the
international scene to influence the settlement of
problems favorable to ourselves. But this country
has a commitment first and foremost to our own
citizens. Placing our own house in order should come
before the United States complains about someone
else. Finding jobs for thousands or millions of
unemployed Americans is infinitely more important
than worrying about the fates of Soviet dissidents no
matter how deserving of American attention they
may be. I do not favor the abandonment of the cause
of Soviet dissidents and they are deserving of
continued American support, moral or otherwise, but
I do feel that we have far more serious problems to
be solved in our own country, and our attentions
should be focused there.

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dissenters in upholding the constitutionality of
affirmative action programs for ending the effects of
past diserimination.

It would therefore be disastrous for blacks to
conclude now that the court’s ruling signalled a
defeat fox: affirmative action. This defeat can only be
possible if we ignore the full significance of the
_Court’§ ruling in Bakke and subsequently in the case
involving the American Telephone and Telegraph
Company.

Five days after delivering its Bakke decision, the
Court indicated its strong support for affirmative
action programs to end job discrimination. It left
standing a lower court decision upholding a 1973
consent decree requiring AT&T to hire more blacks
and women.

Recognizing the need to halt the negative
psychological effects of the decision ordering
Bakke’s admission to the University of California,
the NAACP will hold a conference in Detroit on July
22 and 23 to study the full implications of the future
affirmative action thrust.

Such a conference would have been one of
Thurgood Marshall’s first moves when he led the
NAACP legal struggle against school segregation.’
Indeed, it was the genius of Mr. Marshall himself

and the NAACP that whole strategies were built on
such half-victories. Through little openings in the
law (and even defeats), Mr. Marshall led the drive
that brought the landmark decision in Brown v.
Board of Education. This was a painstaking process
that took about 20 years.

So let us declare now that the civil rights
movement is not dead. If anyone thinks that we are
going to stand by and let the institutions of higher
learning again become citadels of privilege for the
whites and the wealthy, they had better reassess
their intellectural powers. :

We are now and forever steadfastly committed to
integrating every institution in America. We are
deliberately pursuing a course that will break down
patterns of exclusion of blacks from jobs, from
housing, from the benefits and opportunities that
have been made available to others without regard
for skin color.

We are challenged, not stopped by the Supreme
Court’s Bakke decision.

youth. And, adults too.

It is a sin that Des Moines has to lose so much of
its black talent to the larger, more cosmopolitan,
sophisticated cities. In fact, Des Moines seems to
defy black talent. It seems to defy Lorraine

Hansberry’s words, “To be yoang, gifted and black,

...that’s where it’s at.”’” It’s like Des Moines is
saying, ‘‘you don’t have a right to be talented.” Or,
‘“‘take your talent elsewhere, we don’t want it here.”

Black youth, talented folks, expressive or creative
folks here begin to feel girdled and repressed after
awhile. Depressed too! It becomes a matter of inner
survival. You want to get away. Get away to a place
where you feel you can express yourself and where
you feel that your talents can grow and truly be
appreciated. Where you can be respected as what
you are, not what someone else would like for you to
be.

It is sad that this Exodus can’t be halted. But it’s
true, black talented youth is like a rare dying
species in Des Moines. This All - America City,
Capitol of the great state of Towa still very much
remains in the dark ages.

A lot of young people (college and non - college),
talented, or just eager to seek the world, all seem to
realize their limitations here. And whether you reach
your ultimate potential and gain fame in another
city or not, many folks realize that risks have to
be taken, because staying here could be like letting
your talents dry up and die. And if we fail, there is
always home to come to. If you want to.

We as a black community do not support and stand
behind our gifted and talented as we should. In
larger cities the talented are more in abundance.
And of course, “folks’’ are more in abundance.

It is really not necessary for us to continue to lose
our youth and our talented. Yet what can we do to
hold them here? For to hold them here without a
cause, would be to murder them. What alternative to
the larger city do we have to offer? (And as I write
this article, I feel that pain of hunger and longing to
return to Chicago).

: Wopldn’t it be marvelous if we could develop here
in this c.ity a foundation for building, enhancing,
encouraging, and supporting our own in a manner
that our city would be appealing, ....to our own. To let
them see that there is room for growth and
expansion..., and self - expression. Only then might
we slow down the ‘“Great Escape’” process. We
might even be able to bring back some of the talent
that has already escaped,...but not to wait so long
that we have to bring them back in a box.

Perhaps, the loss of this talented man will serve as
the catalyst that will precipitate some type of action
and interest for those who feel the necessity to
escape in order to truly discover themselves. If Des
Moines is indeed the surprising place, let’s do some
surprising ourselves. Let’s turn these tables around.
Let’s make Des Moines really a place to grow,
especially for our young,...gifted and black.

Holmes, head of the
Equal Employment
Opportunity
Commission, flew in
especially to address the
convention, and assured
delegates that there was
nothing in the Bakke
decision that would
affect her Agency’s
enforcement of goals and
time tables where
employers were found
guilty of discriminatory
practices, both past and
present.

She promised that
employers who
interpreted the Bakke
decision as a signal to
discard or dismantle
affirmative action
efforts would find
themselves facing the
same heavy weight of
enforcement, or contract
disbarment initiated
prior to the decision.

The delegates were
heartened by a message
from President Carter
reaffirming his concern;
yet, the delegates before
adjourning, unanimously
passed a resolution
urging the President in
the: tradition of

P ot Yo

Presidents Kennedy and
Johnson, to deliver a
nation - wide address on
the subject of Bakke and
commitment to
affirmative action for
the purpose of dispelling
the perceived public
mood that the wrongs
inflicted upon black
Americans over the past
300 -years have been
corrected, and to call
upon Americans to
exercise a high sense of
decency to the end that
the white majority, who
has been advantaged by
racial discrimination,
will review remedial
efforts as crucial to the
nation’s salvation.

Ben Hooks directed the
delegates to closely
monitor college
admission programs and
city, state, federal and
private employment
practices. Hooks
declared, ‘“We promise

to agitate and litigate for
equality’’. “It is no
longer enough to press
for equality of
opportunity, but we must
now press for equality of

results! ‘“We must close,

our ranks against the
onslaught of racist
attacks which may be
loosed against us
because of the Bakke
decision.

‘““We should respond
with an onslaught of new
members and new
registered voters!’’
Many may be confused
by the Supreme Court’s
decision, but we must
read it for them if they
cannot read; we must
interpret it for them if
they can not interpret it.

the strain that working
those mills had placed
on his stepfather.
Langston was fascinated
with what Sandburg
wrote about and how he
wrote it — using free
verse. This usually
means verse without
rhyme and with
irregular rhythm.

When Langston was a
senior he was elected
editor of the school
yearbook and he was
also chosen the class
poet — just as he had
been in grammar school.
By this time he had
several of his poems
published in the school
magazine. He used to
keep a private notebook
of poems. Like any other
senior student Langston
wondered what the
future held for him
beyond graduation. He
believed that college was
not possible for him. The
expense was something
that he could not deal
with.

After high school
graduation he received
a letter from his father
in Mexico. He suggested
to Langston that if he

would come to see him,
he might arrange to send
him to college. His
mother did not want to
see Langston leave —
but he was determined
to make the trip to visit
his father. He hoped that
this might be a chance

Negro Speaks of Rivers”
was written by Langston
when he was only
eighteen years old. It
became one of his
favorite poems for the
rest of his life. Notice
that Langston used the
word ‘‘soul’ in the
poem. He was a frequent
user of this term in his
writings. Langston was
probably influenced to
use the word as a result
of his association as a
young reader of William
E. DuBois’ ‘“The Souls of
Black Folk’”. At eighteen
years of age he was able
to project a sharp racial
sensitiveness to the past.
This was the same past
that Marcus Garvey was
then trying to instill in
the Black masses.
Before Langston’s visit
with his father was over,
it was agreed that he
would attend Columbia
University in New York.
His father promised to
help him financially. But
he had hopes that his son
would become a mining
engineer. Naturally
Langston was opposed to
this idea since he knew
he wanted to write. After
a series of disagree-
ments, Langston left to
attend Columbia
University in New York.
Langston was very
happy to end the visit
and he looked forward to
seeing the Harlem
community. Once he
arrived he began
teaching a small English
class to help him with
his expenses. But he was
disappointed with his
Columbia University
experience. It was just
too big for him and too

The big sports news seems to be the suspension of
Reggie Jackson of the New York Yankees for
bunting when he was supposed to hit in a game that
the Yankees dropped. Jackson took his suspension,
which has since been changed from indefinitely to
five days without saying very much at all.

There never has been too much rapport with
Jackson and Martin. You will recall that they nearly
came to blows on national television and Martin has
never let up on his sniping at the man, at least this
year. But when the team is losing, even tiny things
can cause blowups between players. The Oakland
A’s and the Yankees have demonstrated that you
don’t need a close knit group of friends to have a
winning ball club.

Billy Martin knows
baseball as well as any manager in the game, but
what he doesn’t know is how to get along with

But in this day of getting it while the getting i
good, one can’t help but wonder when the fans will
wake up and call for a return to the game as it was.
The day when a fellow could take his family out to a
Sunday baseball game are long gone. It would break
a guy up in business to take a wife and a couple of
kids to the ball park today. It wouldn’t be cheap
even at the local triple A club park.

Players getting millions of dollars, and then selling
out to the highest bidder; club owners falling all
over each other to shake the biggest pile of hundred
dollar bills in the face of the free agent star. And

where kids used to know the batting and fielding -

average of most of the big leaguers, fans now know
how much money so and so makes. They don’t name
the players by numbers unless those numbers are on
his salary check.

No wonder managers can’t handle the stars who
make from twice to four times as much as the
manager does. The star doesn’t deal with the club
manager anymore. He goes to the front office.
Maybe if I were in Billy Martin’s shoes, I would

resent all those people like Hunter, Martin and
Munson getting all that dough and I have to tell
them what to do. And if I did, and the fellow crossed
me up, he would be in real trouble. Jealous, you
say? You’re damned right.

Our Hilltop tournament seems to be getting off to a
rather slow start. To begin with, we had managed to
get our original date of the first weekend in August.
But the problem is that people who have been in the
thing for years haven’t sent in their entries yet. I
meet them on the street and they tell me they will be
there, but so far no entry.

We mailed out about three hundred blanks to
people and probably a hundred to people who sent
for themm. What happened to them? Sort of makes
you wonder, doesn’t it? One fellow says he thinks we
are being shut out deliberately, but why? This could
be the year that both of the traveling trophies go.

The Bill Ashby doubles trophies could become the
permanent property of Arden Stokstad and Greg
Russell. They have two legs up on the big mugs. But
they had better get in if they hope to do that. Ron
Liesrowitz has two legs on the Louis Myles singles
trophy, and he is really hopped up on retiring it this
year.

Maybe I am yelling before I am hurt, and there
will be the usual flock of last minute entries and we
will be swamped with work. There had better be or
we have problems.

Many of the students
seemed unfriendly.
Finally Langston
stopped studying and he
stopped going to classes.
He began spending lots
of time in Harlem, but
he kept up his reading
and he continued
writing. He became a
keen observer of the life
styles of his people.
Once, although he had
very little money, he
bought himself a ticket
to see the first Black
musical on Broadway,
“Shuffle Along’’.

Langston began to
think about traveling
and he decided to get
himself some work on a
ship. He was hired as a
steward on a freighter
called the SS Malone. Its
destination was Africa.

When Langston
returned to New York,
he immediately went to

the CRISIS office.
(official NAACP
magazine) He was

unhappy to learn that
they were publishing one
of the poems which he
had sent:

We cry aloud among the skyscrapers

As our ancestors

Cried among the palms in Africa,

Because we are along,
It is night,
And we’re afraid.

Langston held several
jobs before taking work
as a bus boy at a fancy
hotel. He did not make
much money, but he was
glad to get free meals.

Langston learned one

day that one of the well
known American poets,
Vachel Lindsay was
stopping at the hotel. He
had read some of his
poetry and he realized
that Lindsay had been
influenced by the
rhythms of Black music.

Langston wanted very
much to speak with Mr.
Lindsay about the
subject of poetry. He
finally worked up enough
nerve to approach Mr.

Lindsay one evening
while he was at the
dinner table. Langston
greeted him quickly and
mentioned that he had
great admiration for
Lindsay’s poems and
hoped he would have
time to look at some of
his. Then he left the

him that Lindsay had
praised his poems and
had read them to the
audience. This
information was then
published in papers
across the country. In
other words Langston
had been ‘‘discovered’.
He was quite pleased
with this. But the large
amount of publicity at
the hotel resulted in
guests continually
inquiring about the
busboy who was a poet.
They wanted to see a
real live Black poet.
Langston grew tired of
the excessive curiosity
and soon left his job as
bus-boy.

Harlem became home
to Langston and his
writings reflected a
familiarity and
compassion for Black
people. Since Harlem
was so heavily populated
by Blacks, it was
considered to be the

who for a time looked
toward Russia for hope
in solving their social
problems. He denied
several times before the
Un-American Committee
that he had actually
belonged to the
communist party.
However, his sympathy
for the idealogy of the
communists was noted in
his work even before he
made a trip to the Soviet
Union back in 1932. He
wrote about the
Scottsboro boys in the
play, ‘‘Scottsboro
Limited’’. This play is a
dramatization of the
arrest, phony trial and
eventual incarceration of
the eight Black youths
who were accused of
rape in the well known
Scottsboro case. In the
play as the accused are
being led from the court
to the cells a ‘“Murmur
of Red Voices’”’ was
heard to chant:

We’ll fight for you, boys. We’ll fight for you.

The Reds will fight for you.

And the red flag, too, will.i;'alk for you.
He wrote a decade later in 1944 ‘“‘One More S in the

USA”’:

——— Put one more S in the USA

To make it Soviet.

Come together, fellow wol.'iiers,

Black and white can all be Red!

“‘black capitol” of the
North. Sometimes he
was criticized for writing
too much about the
“lowly life”” of Black
urban America. The
exultation of Blackness
by Hughes and poets of
the Negro Renaissance
was mostly the action of
intellectuals. The masses
of Black people had been
affected very little by it
— unless one considers
the campaign of Marcus
Garvey to encourage
Blacks to relate to their
native Africa. Early in
his Harlem writing
career Langston Hughes
identified with ‘‘street
people’’ in his poems. He
wrote about unwed
mothers and prostitutes,
pimps, and homosexuals,
drug addicts and drunks,

gamblers and even
killers.
At a point in his

career, Langston was
one of a number of
Americans who was
called to appear before
the Un-American
Committee 1in
Washington because of

It was words such as
these that caused a
group of men from the
United States Senate to
assemble an
investigation committee
for the purpose of
examining Hughes work
more closely for
communist infiltration.
The undercurrent of
naiveness of such lines
“far out weighed the
subversive import’’.
Langston Hughes along
with many others who
had become disillusioned
with the American
dream later came to
believe that the Black
American had roots
deeply embedded in the
American tradition. He
knew that Black
Americans wanted to
have the promises of
democracy expanded to
their sphere of life. He
also knew that vigilence
was necessary in order
to work toward the
‘““‘American Dream’’. He
understood the necessity
of regenerating all of
America to improve
opportunities for all its
citizens:

Let America be America again.

followed including:
‘“Simply Heavenly”, a
musical comedy, ‘“Soul
Gone Home’’, a one-act
play, ‘‘Montage of a
Dream Deferred’’,
‘‘Laughing to Keep
From Crying’”’, ‘“Simple
Speaks His Mind” and
an autobiography, ‘‘The
Big Sea’’. Langston
received various honors
for his writing. He won
the Witter Bynner prize
for poetry at Lincoln
University. He was to
travel to Russia with the
Guggenheim Fellowship
in 1935. In 1960 he was
awarded the NAACP
Spingharn Medal as an
outstanding writer.
Langston died in 1967 in
his beloved Harlem in
New York. But his works
remain vigorously alive
with warmth, passion,
humor and a
determination to be a
part of the ‘‘American
Dream’’. Finally,
Langston Hughes
continues to prod the
social consciousness of
America with such
thrusts as:

There are words like Liberty
That almost make me cry.

If you had known what I knew
You would know why.
