Mich. Senator Introduces
Anti-Lynching Bill

Washintgon (ANP) — Sen Hom-
er Ferguson (R., Mich.) introduced
a bill in the Senate last week
“making unlawful the requirement
for the payment of a poll tax as a
prerequisite to voting in a primary
or other election for national off-
icers.”

In addition to this anti-poll tax
bill, the Michigan senator intro-
duced an anit-lynch bill “to pro-
vide for the better’ assurance of the
protection of persons within the
several states from lynchings, and
for other purposes.”

This bill makes lynching or con-
spiring to lynch a federal offense
with punishment ranging up to
20 years in prison and a $10,000
fine.

What is F.E.P.C.

The initials F.E.P.C stand for
the words Fair Employment Prac-
tices Commission, not Federal.
For there are states and cities
with Fair Employment Practice
commissions.

Religious, labor, veterans, wo-
men’s and civic organizations
throughout the country and in
Waterloo support this type of leg-
islation. The government of near-
ly one dozen states and 28 muni-
cipalities (in states which do not
have this type of legislation) sup-
port it. The party platforms of
both major political parties sup-
port it. Experience supports it.

How does F.E.P.C.
discrimination?

A local commission investigates
complaints. Whenever complaints
are well grounded, the commission
seeks to adjust them by means of
conference, conciliation, persuasion
and education. If these methods
fail, the commission may go to
court to enforce compliance.

How do we know there is dis-
crimination?

Just ask yourself how many em-
ployers ask about “religion” or
“race.” Look through the want-ads
and see how many employers speci-
fy “white”, “colored”, “Anglo-Sax-
on”, etc.

Powell Introduces
New FEPC Bill

Washington (ANP) — Adam
Clayton Powell (D., N. Y.) has
introduced a new fair employment
practices bill in congress.

Powell, senior member of the
House of Representatives from
Manhattan, dropped the bill which
he has authored during his pre-
ceding eight years in congress and
introduced a bill patterend after
the bi-partisan senate bill which
was reported out of the senate
labor committee.

The new bill, entitled “Federal
Equality of Opportunity,” can no
longer be phased “FEPC.”

In keeping with President-Elect
Eisenhower’s pledge to eradicate
segregation in the District of Col-
umbia, Powell introduced the nec-
essary accompanying legislation
which was referred to the com-
mittee on the District of Columbia.

The New York representative
also introduced bills to give the
District of Columbia the vote,
making unlawful transportation of
defamatory matters, anti-poll tax,
anti-lynching, anti-segregation in
the Army and anti-segregation in
inter-state travel.

Dr. Robert C. Weaver, director
of opportunity fellowship of the
John Hay Whitney Foundation,
was elected vice-chairman.

At the annual meeting of the
NAACP in the Wilkie Memorial
building, Walter White, executive
secretary, headed a list of associ-
ation officials giving annual re-
ports.

Dr| Tobias, the NAACP boards
new chairman, is director of the
Phelps-Stokes Fund and a former
United States alternate delegate to
the United Nations General As-
sembly. He is the winner of the
1948 Singarn Medal given by the
NAACP for distinguished achiev-
ment.

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Race, Labor Issue Is
Outlawed At Meeting

New York—The right of mi-
nority stockholders to have a voice

in the racial and labor policies
of corporations in which they hold
stock was unobtrusively outlawed
by the Securities & Exchange Com-
mission, which amended its proxy
rules effective December 11.

No publicity in the daily press
was given to this drastic curtail-
ment of minority stockholders’
right of free speech. News of it did
appear in the December 17 issue
of Prentice-Hall Securities Regu-
lation Service, a business news-
letter.

The amended regulations state:
“The management may omit a pro-
posal and any supoprt thereof
from its proxy statement and form
of proxy if it clearly appears that
the proposal is submitted by the
security holder primarily for the
purpose of promoting general ec-
onomic, political, racial, social or

similar causes.

One factor behind the SEC
crackdown is a 4-year-old cam-
paign by a group of 12 Greyhound
Corp, minority stockholders (of
whom are members of the Con-
gress of Racial Equality) to get
on the stockholders meeting agen-
das: “A recommendation that the

management consider the advisa-
bility of abolishing the segregat-
ed seating system in the south.”
Although the SEC originally up-
held this proposal, it subsequent-
ly reversed itself and supported
the position of Greyhound that
the issue is not a proper one for
action by the stockholders there-
upon, appealed to the courts.,

The amended proxy .rules, pro-
tested in a brief filed by the
American Jewish Congress, will
prevent such cases from even get-
ting started. They will also make
it impossible for minority stock-
holders to protest a corporations
lily-white employment policy or
though such practices may result
in anti-union labor policy — even
in business reverses at the ex-
pense of corporations with FAIR
Employment and labor policies.
