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Looks Like Kefauver Is
Okay on Civil Rights

Chicago (ANP) — According
to the past record of Sen. Estes
Kefauver, Democratic vice-
presidential nominee, he’s O.K.
on civil rights.

Here is his record on the race
question:;

On July 4, 1956, Kefauver was
reported as saying that some re-
cent criticisms of the Supreme
Court *“are truly subversive of
our form of government.” He
declared that “the shrill, stri-
dent voices of those who seek to
undermine the rule of law can-
not go unanswered.”

Referring to the Authorine
Lucy case, Kefauver said: “I
have nothing but criticism to
make of the mobs that have
come about in connection with
the University of Alabama mat-
ter.

“l can't feel that the majority

of people in the South want to
challenge the Supreme Court.”

On February 13, 1956, he was
reported as saying that he favor-
ed withholding federal aid from
schools that defy the Supreme
Court. He also said at the same
time that he favors changes in
the criminal code that would
permit the FBI to investigate
mob violence in the South.

At Norfolk, Dec. 22, 1955 Ke-
fauver received enthusiastic
support from the Los Angeles
Tribune, a Negro newspaper.

It was also reported that Ne-
gro leaders in San Francisco
were “tremendously impressed”

with the Senator following a
closed meeting with him.

lke Says GOP Created
On Equal Rights Belief

San Francisco (ANP) — De-
claring that the Republican
Party was created 100 years ago
“in a devout belief in equal jus-
tice and equal opportunity for
all,” Dwight David Eisenhower
Thursday night accepted his sec-
ond GOP presidential nomina-
tion with a pledge to continue
the progress made by his admin-
istration during the past three
years in the field of civil rights.

“The Republican party’'s rec-
ord on social justice rests not
on words and promises, but on
accomplishment,” the President
told 15,000 cheering follow Re-
publicans in his 4,000-word ac-
ceptance speech. He added:

“The record shows that a wide
range of quietly effective ac-
tions, conceived in understand-
ing and good will for all, has
brought more genuine — and
often  voluntary progress
toward equal justice and oppor-
tunity in the last three years
than was achieved in all the
previous 20 put together.

Mr  Eisenhower pointed up
specific GOP accomplishments
as the “elimination of various
kinds of discrimination in the
armed services, the District of
Columbia, and among the em-
ployees of government contrac-
tors.”

“In all existing kinds of dis-
crimination there is much to do,”
he said. “We must insure a fair
chance to such people as mature
workers who have trouble get-
ting jobs, older citizens with
problems of health, housing, se-
curity and recreation, migratory

farm laborers and physically
handicapped workers.

“We have with us also prob-
lems involving American Indians,
low income farmers and labor-
ers, women who sometimes do
not get equal pay for equal work,
small businessmen and employ-
ers and workers in areas which
need special assistance for re-
development.”

In his characteristic earnest
and friendly manner, the Presi-
dent hailed the Republican party
as the party of the future, add-
ing that the party and its plat-
form are right for 1956 because
they are in tune with the future.

In naming the party with
which he became identified four
years ago as the party of the
future, Mr Eisenhower gave five
reasons as follows: ‘

1. It is the party of long range
principle, not short term exped-
iency.

2. 1t will do thing that need
issues of today and tomorrow,
rather than those of yesterday.

3. It draws people together,
not. apart.

4. 1t will do things that need
to be done soonest.

5. 1t is completely dedicated
to peace.

Mr Eisenhower followed Vice
President Richard Nixon in ac-
cepting the party nominations.
Both were received tumultuous-
ly.

Standing on the » speaker’s
platform together, the 65-year-
old President and the 43-year-

Mrs Taylor formerly worked
at St. Francis Hospital for 3%
years and at Schoitz Memorial
Hospital for 1 year. She is the
second person to become a prac-
tical nurse in our community.

Article 1, of its Constitution,
proclaims that all persons are
by nature free and equal.

Such
discrimination, with consequent
arbitrary denial of job oppor-
tunities to large groups of in-
habitants of this city, foments
strife, creates unrest, distur-
bances, disorders and group ten-
sions, and substantially and ad-
versely affects the general wel-
fare and good older of the City.

c) Job discrimination tends
unjust to condemn large groups
of inhabitants of this city to de-
pressed living conditions, which
breed vice, ignorance, disease,
degenerttion juvenile delinquen-
cy and crime, thereby causing
grave injury to the public safety,
general welfare and good order
of this City, and endangering
the public health hereof.

d) Experience has proved that
legislative enactment prohibiting
job discrimination removes some
of the sources of strife, unrest,
poverty, disease, juvenile delin-
guency and crime, and would
directly promote the general
welfare and good order of this
City.

e) This Ordinance shall be
deemed an exercise of the police
power of the City, under Sec-
tions 366.1 and 368.1, Code of
lowa, 1950, for the protection of
the public welfare and the health,
peace and good order of the in-
habitants thereof.

The proposed ordinance is
soon to be considered by the
city Council and is receiving
wide support from labor organ-
izations. For years young men
of color have had to leave
Waterloo to find jobs suitable
to their capabilities. Some of
the young men that have left
our city in recent years in search
of better employment are Wal-
den Baskerville, Scott Mountjoy,
Sidney Garrison, Clifford Smith,
Jr. and Othello Tanner. All of
these men are veterans and
some are disabled veterans of
World War Il and would be a
welcome addition to our com-
munity.

In the interest of fair play and
to build a greater and better
Waterloo the Waterloo Star asks
all city council members to give
this proposed ordinance a favor-
able decision.

WITH JESUS

And after six days Jesus
taketh Peter, James, and John,
his brother, and bringeth them
up into a high (mountain apart
and was transfigured before
them and his face did shine as
the sun, his raiment was white
as the light. And behold, three
appeared Moses add Elias, talk-
ing with him. Matthew 17,1-4.

Life is man’s greatest gift.
All he has done or will ever do,
are the results of life. The finer

points of life are brought out by
the association with people of
noble character and high pur-
poses.

A highly trained and skilled
musician can wrest from the in-
strument more beauty, harmony
and pleasing moments than one
untrained. A highly . trained
craftman can get greater re-
sults from the use of his tools,
than one of less training. A well
trained artist, by the means of
deep imagination and the strokes
of his brush, can squeeze more
beauty from a sunset, a forest,
a rainbow, a dew drop, a wheat
field, a laughing brook, a bird
winging his way through the
twilight of a dying day, than one
of lesser skill.

to be given another look later.

But here in the cradle of
liberty, the refusal of the Bosox
to give players of technicolor
hue a true tumble is puzzling.
Before the Braves packed up and
moved their ball club to Milwau-
kee in 1953, the color line had
been bridged. Sam Jethro had'
spent four seasons with Lou
Porini's team, the first year
(1950) winning plaudits as Na-
tional League rookie-of-the-
year.

Then Luis Marquez was draft-
ed from Portland' of the Pacific
Coast League in 1950, and play-
ed a couple of seasons in Bean-
town. When the franchise
change was made, the Braves
had some fine-looking prospects
in their farm organization, not-
ably Hank Aaron and Billy
Bruton.

The Red Sox apparently have
never been serious about ac-
quiring a tan player. Perhaps
that is an unjust statement.
There was a bit of baseball
scuttlebutt a couple of seasons
back that Thohias Yawkey's
Millionaires were willing t0 part
with §200,000 for Charlie Neal,
the Brooklyn rookie whom many
experts predict will become the
best second baseman in the
game. Neal hasn’'t made the ex-
perts look like shining prophets.
But give him time.

As a matter of fact, the re-
ported §200,000 offer might have
been no more than a feeler. The

In 1953,
Greason was setting the Texas
League abaze with his work on
the mound. It was said that
Boston was willing to put a tidy
sum on the line for his services,
but Oklahoma City owners held
out. Anyway, Greason wound up
in the Cardinal organization.

The Sox actually had a look
at Jethroe, Marvin Williams and
another darkhued prospect in
1945. The third young man was
Jackie Robinson. After a try-
out, the players, then perform-
ing in Negro loops, went back
to such teams as the Cleveland
Buckeyes, the Philadelphia Stars
and the Kansas City Monarchs.

We know what happened' to
Jackie Robinson. As aforemen-
tioned, Jethroe eventually made
the majors. Williams dropped
into baseball obscurity.

At one time it appeared that
Joe Cronin, general manager of
the Hose was showing some
genuine enthusiasm for a Negro
prospect. The player was Piper
Davis, formerly with the Bir-
mingham Barons.

Davis was given a trial with
the Scranton team of the East-
ern League on some sort of pro-
visional basis. When time came
for the Sox bosses to do or
don’t, they didn’'t. Piper was
cut loose. He headed for the
Pacific Coast League and con-
tinued to enjoy a successful
baseball career.

It might be a little hard to get
a true bill returned against
Yawkey, Cronin and whoever —
before Cronin it was Eddie Col-
lins — on the hard fact that they
are color conscious. All Bos-
tonians know, there ain’t none
of us that there team. And
many of them, judging from the
intelligence gleaned the past few
days, are wondering why.
