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Threaten To Expel White Clinton 
Students Who Intimidate Negroes

Clinton, Tenn. (ANP) -— Prin­
cipal D. J. Brittain of Clinton 
high school has threatened to ex­
pel any white student found in­
timidating or abusing Negro 
pupils at the recently integrated' 
school.

White students said the prin­
cipal made the threat at an as­
sembly Thursday, adding point­
edly: “And I mean it.”

The assembly was called after 
all 10 Negro students remained 
at home for the second day after 
claiming they had been molested 
in hallways by a small number 
of whites.

Earlier in the week, Negro 
boys were hit by rocks and' on 
Tuesday two Negro girls were 
hit with eggs thrown by three 
white boys. The incidents forced 
Brittain to ask police to patrol 
the streets outside the school to 
halt further disturbances.

The principal termed the inci­
dents as “part of a pattern of in- 
timidation and harrassment 
against the Negro children that 
has been building up in the 
school during the past three 
weeks.”

Brittain said most of the in­
timidation of the Negroes came 
from a small group of white stu­
dents, many of whom are mem- 
bers of the newly-organized 
youth chapter of the White Citi­
zens Council in Clinton.

Meanwhile, school board mem­
bers in Anderson county voted in 
a special session last week to 
make it possible for Negro pupils 
to return to the all-Negro school 
which they attended in Knox­
ville before Clinton high was in­
tegrated last August 27 under 
orders of U. S. District Court 
Judge Robert L. Taylor.

Bowing to the federal court 
order, Clinton admitted 12 Ne­
groes along with 700 white stu­
dents to become the first state- 
supported' secondary school in 
Tennessee to integrate the races.

A series of anti-Negro dis­
orders followed and reached a 
climax Labor Day weekend, at 
which time Gov. Frank Clement 
sent state troopers here to re­
store order.

Although many Clinton and 
Anderson County residents 
strongly object to integration in 
the classrooms, most of them 
have accepted the federal court 
ruling.

In general conversation, they 
make it abundantly clear that 
they wish that followers of John 
Kasper, the segregationist leader 
from Washington, D. C., would 
do the same.

Kasper, 27, only two weeks 
ago was acquitted of inciting the 
anti-Negro disorders at the be­
ginning of the current school 
year. The young segregationist 
still faces a federal contempt 
charge growing out of the same 
Clinton disturbances.

Many persons here, including 
town leaders, now feel the state 
charges should never have been 
prosecuted. In their view, the

prolonged' trial only provided a 
forum for inflammatory streams 
of segregationist sentiment 
which is beginning to show up 
among students at Clinton high 
school.

This column I did not want to write until next. Spring, when 
“House for Sale” signs would blossom out and cover the city, when 
Colored buyers would once more submit grudgingly to Mr Jolly 
Realtor’s “voluntary” exclusion policy.

But many Christians are hypocrites, perhaps the worst hypo­
crites on earth. Why? Because the virtues to which Christians 
aspire are so divinely high while the temptations whch comfront
them are so demoniacally low.

Particularly by intolerance toward Colored people who wish 

to live next to them, Christians practice their worst hypocrisy.
Segregated housing is a blight upon the Caucasian soul just as 

it is, or worse than it is, a blight upon the community landscape.
* * * ’

Why this sarcastic, or rather, cruel condemnation of Christ­
ian Brethren?

Just this. Last night more than four dozen Baptist young peo­
ple gathered in Fellowship, in Waterloo, at a member’s heme, 
across the street from “the Color line.”

There they practiced brotherly love among their lily-white 
selves. There, self-righteous parents chaperoned as paragons of 
exemplar living; the children of that family acted the Christian 
Hosts. The pleaching was of Christ-love and of Christ-virtue.

* ♦ *
Next day, the mother of the family mentioned, “Our house is 

up for sale, you know.”
Why? “Well, our family of twelve is almost grown up now,

only one left at home. The place is judt too big for us.” Then 
with a wrinkled heart, she whispered, “And the Colored people 
are moving into our neighborhood — there’s one just kitty-corner 
across the street, you know.”

“Is that right?” I answered. Then I prodded her on: “The 
community’s changed a lot in recent years, hasn’t it?”

“Yes it has. You know,” she said, a grey dullness in her eyes, 
“years ago they didn’t let Colored kids in over at Roosevelt school, 
but now, why, that’s about all you see over there!”

* * *
This matter of integrating neighobrhoods is one of the Negro’s 

meat tormenting problems.
The state now, at least verbally, forces integration in the 

schools. But in the matter of segregated' housing, the Negro must 
be content with state non-interference and non-enforcemenf. He 
must be content.

Or must he? Is there nothing the Colored husband and wife 
can do to break out from the ramshackled ghetto?

Perhaps the legal courts can do nothing to help, but the Color­
ed family, in cooperation with sympathetic white friends and Di­
vine guidance, may do much.

* * *
In coming weeks, now that we have broken, into this subject, 

I hope to present several possible preliminary approaches to 
Waterloo’s segregated housing problem.

The discussion will review the extent of residential segrega­
tion in Waterloo and will analyze some of its sustaining causes and 
eventual cures.

The motive behind all this is the deep hope that next Fall at 
this time we may report integrated' neighborhoods, at least in some 
sections of our city.

DOES SLAVERY STILL EXIST?
Slavery was first introduced to America in 1619 when 

a mysterious Dutch freighter under a Captain Tope stopp­
ed at Jamestown, Virginia, unloaded twenty Negroes and 
sai’ed away as quietly and mysterious as it had come, 

hese first slaves were known as indentured servants and 
er so many years of work they, were released from bond- 

■e and were free men. In the early days both whites as 
ell as blacks were sold as indentured slaves. Later, owing 

to the fact that so many of the white slaves ran away and 
.... . re proiitable to concentrate on Negroes as slaves, be 
ost or destroyed their identity as slaves, it was found to 
because irregardless as to how far or how fast they ran. 
the color of their skins would forever brand them as slaves.

Slavery as such did not flourish until tobacco was in­
troduced and was found to be very profitable, consequent­
ly by 1700 there were about 6,000 slaves' in the State of

V irginia and by 1760 one half of the population or the 
state were slaves. As the South expanded its agricultural 
productivity, so also did the demand for slave labor in­
crease.

The pages of history from 1619 to 1865 concerning 
Negro history and enslavement total 245 years; of all giv­
ing and no receiving by my ancestors, and a history of 
which no country can be proud of.

Time and space will not permit me to go into the many 
contributions which Negroes have given this their native 
land for over three hundred and thirty-four years.

From Crispus Attucks, “Who was a negro and was 
the first American killed in the Boston Massacre of 1770 
down to the Korean war, Negroes have participated with 
honor in every war in American history.

Players as All-Americans

players have won berths on the

All have turned in impressive 
performances during conference 
pjlay this season, but Dillard, a 
spectacular runner with break­
away speed', was the unanimous 
choice for the fullback spot.

Others selected for the team 
are Ronnie Kramer, Michigan 
end; Don Suchy, center; Alex 
Karras, tackle; both of Iowa; 
Bobby McKiever, Northwestern 
university, halfback; Brad Bom­
ba, Indiana university, end, and 
Kenny Ploen, Iowa, quarterback. 
Ploen nosed out Lennie Dawson 
of Purdue for the quarterback 
spot.

In all, the writers selected six 
seniors and' five juniors for the 
. irst team.

Chicago (ANP---- Jim Parker,
Ohio State guard with a tremen­
dous straight-away charge, and 
Jim Brown, Syracuse great all- 
around performer, landed on 
Collier’s All-American selected 
by The American Football 
Coaches Association.

Members of the team were 
scheduled to appear on Ed Sul­
livan’s television show Sunday 
night, Nov. 25.

In making the announcement, 
Collier’s said Michigan State’s 
triple throat halfback, Clarence 
Peaks, ended a strong Player of 
the Year bid when he was shelv­
ed by a midseason leg injury.

“No runner in college football 
matched Brown for sheer 
straighaway power,” the Coll­
ier’s article said. The 20-year- 
old senior from Manhasset, N.Y., 

piled up 986 yards from scrim­
mage in regular season competi­
tion.

Brown, (6’2” and 212 pound's) 
considered the most versatile 
athlete in Syracuse history, com­
petes also in basketball, track 
and lacrosse.

The opposition in the Big Ten 
is hailing the departure of Park­
er, 6’3” and 260 pounds. He was 
an overwhelming All-American 
choice.

“Parker has been a mile star 
since he stopped in as a sopho­
more regular,” the Collier’s arti­
cle reports. He bulwarked the 
rugged' forward wall that led the 
unbeaten Buckeyes to a share of 
national title in 1954 and a sub­
sequent Rose Bowl victory. His 
blocking continued to be fero­
cious in 1955 and in this season.

“Jim’s” tremendous straight­
away charge kept us rolling even 
though we were meeting defenses 
to stop our running attack this 
year,” his coach, Woody Hayes 
said.

Parker, one of six children, 
grew up in Macon, Ga., and at­
tracted the attention of Big Ten 
football beagles while playing 
for Scott High School in Toledo, 
Ohio. He said he spent a few 
days on Michigan campus before 
settling down at Ohio State.

“I had a nice big hotel room 
and all that at Michigan,” he re­
calls, “but I got sort of lonesome. 
Nobody came around to show 
me the campus. Then I came 
down to Ohio State and Woody 
showed me the campus, and Mrs 
Hayes had me over to dinner. 
Felt like they really wanted me.”
