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Roses Reaching Full Bloom at Byrnes Park

Waterlooans can enjoy the
beauty of flowers for two
months to come — without any
cost to them and without hav-
ing to labor in their own gard-
ens.

The Rose Garden at Byrnes
Park will reach full-bloom this
weekend, and will remain at
the height of its beauty from
about June 14 to June 18, ac-
cording to Leonard Katoski
park superintendent.

This Rose Garden has around
75 varieties of roses and over
700 rose bushes. The Garden is
sponsored by the Cedar Valley
Men’s Garden Club in coopera-
tion with the Park Department.
One-hundred new test roses
were added this year. Test
roses are not for sale, but are
on test throughout the country.
The Waterloo Rose Garden is
one of a few gardens in the
country with the honor of dis-
playing test roses.

When this garden is in full
bloom, you will see nearly every
color imaginable. There is no
garden in this area that can

compare with the royal, the
rich, beauty arrayed here.
You must see it. Take the

family out to Byrnes Park Sun-
day and experience a rare
feast. The youngsters will re-
member the sight for as long as
they live.

Then along in July you can
take the family over to the In-
formal Garden in Gates Park.
Here you will see nearly 10,000
individual annual plantings
and hundreds of perennials.
You will also see 29 varieties
of flowering shrubs in the
garden.

The Gates Park Informal
Flower Garden is sponsored by
the Waterloo Garden Club In
cooperation with the Park De-
partment. Frank Worcester is
gardener at Gates and Gus
Jaeger is gardener at the Rose
Garden in Byrnes Park.

Katoski expects that the
Gates Park garden will reach
full bloom during July. So, for
two or three Sundays next
month, you should find this
garden a beautiful sight dur-
ing the afternoons.

Think Big, Act Big

The lowa League of Women Voters last week told the
Governor’s Action Committee on Reapportionment to
“think big and act big” and come up with a “challenging”
reapportionment proposal. Few in lowa will deny the need,
for reapportionment. The women presented six basic
tenets designed to meet the challenge head on. Few in
lowa will deny that the women’s plan is good.

Their six points are not new, so we will not repeat
them here. Their call for meeting the problem head on is
not new, either. Their demand that responsible politicians
“think big and act big” really isn’t new. But the women
are brave, just the same, because they continue to champ-
ion a seemingly lost cause. Few deny the need, as we said.
But most people in responsible positions are afraid of the
need, and therefore will take the League’s advice and
think big about ways to avoid solving the problem.

Actually — and we are now going to think BIG, with-
out expecting much big action — there are only two ways
that reapportionment will ever become a reality in this
state, short of a miraculous turn in political fortunes, or
short of a revolution. (1) Newspapers throughout the
state should begin championing a mass sit-down strike
against the state government. Or, (2) the Governor, who
is liberal in his thinking so therefore a real friend of re-
apportionment, should appeal to the President of the Unit-
ed States to send federalized troops into Des Moines, sur-
round the legislature tn session, and starve them into
giving the people of this state a republican form of gov-
ernment.

Which procedure would be most effective, we don't
know. There aren’t enough ordinary working people, who
comprise the mass of lowa’s population, who take the
problem seriously. Therefore, nothing very serious will
ever be attempted.

As we view the problem, there is only one practical
way in which this state will be reapportioned. If enough
W.C.T.U. women are converted from their narrow-minded
ways, and stop voting for representatives on a “dry” or
“wet” basis only; if enough Farm Bureau members wake
up and stop voting for representatives on the basis of the
“gas tax refund” issue, solely, then the state will begin
moving toward sanity in its politics.

Behind The

Grits and
Gravy Curtain

Birmingham, Ala. — The Jew-
ish people in this part of the
country aren’t without their

problems. The Catholic Week,
a newspaper for the Diocese of
Mobile-Birmingham, just re-
cently contributed $100 to a re-
ward fund being raised for the
apprehension of the people, or
person, who tried to blow up a
large Jewish synagogue, here.

The papers editor, Msgr.
Frank Wade, not long ago
wrote a letter to the fund, and
said the check was given “for
the apprehension and convic-
tion of those responsible for
the brazen attempt to dyna-
mite the Temple Beth-El in
Birmingham.

“We are deeply saddened by
this terrible act,” the letter
said.

When a janitor foiund a blue
bag containing 54 sticks of
dynamite in the basement of
the synagogue, the attempt to
blow up the place of worship
was thwarted. A damp fuse
stopped burning only 18 inches
from the explosives. Police
are trying to find a connection
between similar synagogue
bombings in other Southern
cities at Miami and Jackson-
ville, Fla., and Nashville, Tenn.
Local newspapers are attribut-
ing the Birmingham bombing
attempt to segregation terror-
ists.

I would like to quote the lead
editorial from the diocesan
weekly. In part, it said:

“We the people of the city
(of Birmingham), while we
lament this act, must look to
ourselves, to our own thinking,
and to what we have been dol-
ing or allowing, that hoodlums
can intimidate and frighten
and even perpetrate actual
acts of violence with impunity.
Our complacency in the face of
other similar acts of violence
now comes back to haunt us.
This is not the first house of
prayer to be bombed in recent
times. We have had many
homes similarly dynamited. We
have had families blown out
of their bed in the dead of
night. Where will this violence
end if the community does not
rid from itself the atmosphere
that makes such acts imposs-
ible.”

Writing from Arkansas the
last several weeks, I've prob-
ably given you the impression
that the state — and the South
— is a lousy bed infested with
swarms of race-hating bedbugs.
Perhaps it is that bad. But
there are some enlightened
leaders here and there. As long
as | am quoting this week, |
would like to keep your atten-
tion a bit longer with some
qguotes from Harry S. Ashmore’s
latest book. Ashmore is the re-
cent Pulitzer-prize winner, edi-
tor of the Arkansas Gazette.
His book, on the Little Rock
situation, is entitled, An Epit-
aph for Dixie." Ashmore says
the race problem is an Amer-
ican, not a Southern, one.

He believes “the American
