SO THERE WOULD BE A BIG PICNIC ON THE FIFTH OF AUGUST.
Oh, vyes.

WERE MANY OF THE PEOPLE THERE IN BUXTON, HAD THEY BEEN SLAVES? L x
WERE THEY EX-SLAVES?

Well, 1"m sure, cause my father®"s mother was.
DID YOU HEAR MANY STORIES? WAS THERE MUCH TALK ABOUT SLAVERY?

Oh, yes. My grandmother used to tell us lots of little things.

WHAT BID SHE HAVE TO SAY, HAZEL, ABOUT SLAVERY?

well, 1711 tell ya. I-t'ts, It"s just a shame, but we had a box.

Her master, when her master turned her lopse, for her to go for herself,
And my sister went ahead and gave it to/gave it away to my brother-"s
wife. The little box they packed with her little lunch in it. And

she used to tell us some things, how, ah, how said that hwr master

was good to her. Kind Good and kind to her.

WAS SHE IN...THIS WAS IN VIRGINIA?
Yes, uh-huh.

OKAY .
SO WHEN THEY WERE FREED, THEY PACKED A LITTLE LUNCH AND SAID
YOU""RE ON YOUR OWN. .. (ES)

Yes, packed a little bucket, packed a Ilittle lunch box. And my sister
gave it to my brother"s wife, you know. | don"t know what they done
with it.

Yes, oh, she probably, she roust have gave it to her daughter.

YOU REMEMBER?  (ES)
well....
WAS IT A PICNIC OR SOMETHING? (ES)

Wwell, yes, all of my days there, we just had happy days. Cause mamma
never did allow us to spat with each other, we jast had lots of fun.
Like in the summer time, every Sunday, we would go hunting flowers,
the hoys would go goose Derry huntin®, and with fall in the air,

we"d go, we didn"t have very far to go, to gather walnuts. Just had

lots of fun.
HOW WOULD YOU RATE THAT COMPARED TO YOUR TIME IN CHICAGO, HAZEL, AH..?

Well, of course, as you get older, your pleasure changes. The things
that 1°d do when I"m grown, and after the things | did then wouldn®t

interest me.

Oh, my, yes, it was heaven.
WHICH ONE WAS HEAVEN?

Buxton. Buxton was heaven.,Ah, my grandmother on my father®s side
used to tell us funny stories. And so | can"t remember too much
about what she had to do. But | can remember some of the little
things. They weren®"t allowed to entertain or anything like that.
And 1 remeber once she told ma a little funny story. That, ah, that
they were having a party, and the masters We supposed to have gone
away and left the house/to them, and they were having a party, and
the were having a woiriderful time, and someone” on the top of the hill
had saw them come in.

Well, always in the evenings, cause that was when my, my father
wnnl ¢ come home from work, or even if he was home, he would, hwe
would be up in the garden working, see. We had a certain time

to eat.
UH-HUH. HOW ABOUT ON SUNDAY? WHAT, WHAT WAS THE EHAVY MEAL ON SUNDAY?

Well, 1711 say dinner. Well maybe around, say...around 2 or 3 o clock,
something like that.

®2 or 3 IN THE AFTERNNOON.

But we had this good heavy breakfast, you know. And then, we were
kids, and if we got hungry between meals, we wanted a bread and butter

sandwich, we"tL get it.

WHAT WOULD BE FIXED, YOU SAID A REAL HEAVY BREAKFAST, WHAT WOULD
THE BREAKFAST CONSISTOF?



Well, sometime be ham, mostly say ham and. eggs, cause we had plenty
of ham, big ham up in our box.

BID YOU HAVE ANY POTATOES WITH THAT?

Yes, we had potatoes, and then sometimes, we, we would raise onions,
grow about that high. And we’d take the onion tops, and cut them
up with the white part of the onion, and it was delicious. Back

in those days. And we have, we"d have bacon, and my mother was,
great for having hot buscuits, and Sunday morning sometimes, we"d

have mackeral.

MACKERAL?

Yes, it"s a piece of fish. You"d get it in a big buckets like that.
And they®"d come about that long. And a course, you have to take “em
out and soak,em. But | never did care for it, but that"s what the rest

of em did.
HOW WOULD THEY FIX IT, FRY IT?

Mamma, 1 think she would boil it. And put butter on it. And boil
all the salt out of it. And then put it in the oven, put a little butter

on it.

YOUMADE YOUR OWN BUTTER. (ES)

We<dmde our own butter, we®"d churn it.

YOU MADE YOUR OWN CHEESE.  (ES)

We"d churn our milk, had a little churn about that high. 1 d be
churning, churnin®, churnin®then maybe Jeanette, she"d take over
She"d churn, take turnabout. Then my mother would churn. Then when
it"d begin to get hard, we could look down and see butter on it
about that thick. Then when we got through, when we could hardly
churn, she"d take it out and put it in a big crock. And she had a
paddle, and she"d just work it, work all the white out of it, she

worked it, worked it until it just get right down.

DO YOU REMEMBR MAKING HOMEMADE ICE CREAM?  (ES)

Oh, yes! Make it...MMMMMI!
AND STRAWBERRY PATCH, AND RASPBERRY

Yes, we had a lovely strawberry patch, and we had lovely gooseberry
bushes, and blackberries, and raspberries. Then we had a few plum

trees. Few apple trees and cherry trees, on the place. Uh-huh.

No, but my brothers went out there, and they used to go berry hunting.

When they got home, that was all. They would, he so hungry.

And it wasn"t a bit...the only thing we used to be afraid

of would be wild animals or snakes. The snakes, they were aw-

ful bad.n They didn"t have no garter snakes. They had blue
"~racers, black snakes, spread head (?) moccasins, and they had

a whip snake, oh, all Kkinds of snakes.

DO YOU REMEMBER ANYTHING LIKE BEE BITES OR STINGS? DID MOM HAVE
ANYTHING SPECIAL SHE PUT ON A BEE BITE? TO TAKE THE STING OUT, OR..? (ES)

I don"t remember getting a sting in Buxton, but I remember getting a
sting here. 1 remember on the place here. 1 was climbing a tree, and
a snake, asnake bit me right there. But my mother just took a chicken
and put it, cut, ah, split this chicken, and laid this chicken on it.
Cause it was so far from the doctor®s office, and then it didn"t, it
get, we took the chicken®s neck, and cut the, took it"s neck off first
anf then split him and lay him on there. And then it would get better.

DID THAT, DID THAT HELP?  (JH)

It didn"t bother me a bit.



AND THAT DREW THE...(ES)

Yes, uh-huh. 1 don"t know what kind of snake it was. Just like
the (somebody wanted to ?7?77?)

Oh, yes, yes. She didn"t allow us...just didn"t let us go there,
in fact we didn"t want to go.

Well, we just didn t go into the camp much, we"d go to visit our,

our, our aunt, but we {just didn"t want, in fact, we, we . It was
jJust too dangerous, for kids you know, and being out after dark.
