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CONSTITUTION
OF THE

lowa; Minnesota and Dakota Baptist Association
ARTICLE I—NAME

This organization shall be known as the Iowa-Minnesota and 
Dakota Baptist Association.

ARTICLE II—OBJECT
The object of this Association shall be to promote the preaching 

of the Gospel of Christ throughout this district, to foster state, 
home and foreign mission, and Christian education.

ARTICLE III—MEMBERSHIP
Section 1. This Association shall be composed of regular Baptist 

churches, annual and life members, made such by the payment of 
sums herein stipulated.

Sec. 2. Any member of a regular Missionary Baptist Church in 
good standing may become a lire member by the payment of five 
($5 00) dollars, or an annual member by the payment of one ($1.00) 
dollar.

Sec. 3. A committee shall be appointed annually to apportion to 
each church, on the basis of its reported membership, the amount 
which each church shall be requested to contribute to the objects of 
this Association, which amount shall include annual representation 
fee, and no church be allowed more than five delegates.

Sec. 4. Our money shall be raised quarterly and sent to the Execu­
tive Board quarterly, or collected by the Missionary.

Sec. 5. New churches shall pay a membership fee of three ($3.00) 
dollars each.

Sec. 6, Any church failing to represent, by letter or messenger, 
for three consecutive years, shall be dropped from the minutes; or 
failure to contribute one-third of the amount requested of it in the 
apportionment, shall not participate in the deliberation of the 
Association.

ARTICLE IV—DISBURSEMENTS ,
Of the moneys accruing from the various sources half of the 

amount shall be applied to state missions and general expenses, and 
the remaining half to be so divided as to give ,three-ighths to for­
eign missions; three-eighths to Christian education, and two-eighths 
to home missions.

ARTICLE V—OFFICERS
Section 1. The officers of this Association shall be a Moderator, 

First Vice Moderator, Second Vice Moderator, Recording Secretary, 
Corresponding Secretary, Treasurer and three other members of the 
Executive Board, all of whom shall be elected annually immediately 
after the report of the officers. Said officers shall constitute the 
Executive Board.
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Sec. 2. Five members of the Board shall constitute a quorum for 
the transaction of Board business, and without this number business 
shall not be transacted.

Sec. 3. The officers of the Association shall be nominated through 
the report of a Committee on Nominations.

ARTICLE VI—DUTIES OF OFFICERS

Section 1. The Moderator shall preside over all meetings of the 
Association, and shall be Chairman of the Executive Board. He shall 
sign orders on the Treasurer, and perform all duties common to 
the office.

Sec. 2. The Vice Moderator shall preside in the absence of the 
Moderator and shall perform other duties common to the office.

Sec. 3. The Recording Secretary shall keep a true record of the 
proceedings of the Association while in session. He shall compile, 
print and distribute the minutes.

Sec. 4. The Corresponding Secretary shall conduct the correspond­
ence of the Association, and of the Executive Board, shall draw all 
orders on the Treasurer, and perform all duties common to the office.

Sec. 5. The Treasurer shall hold in trust all money of the Asso­
ciation, keep a correct account of the same, report the condition of 
the treasury whenever called upon by the Executive Board of the 
Association. He shall pay out no money except on order drawn by 
the Secretary of the Board, and signed by the Moderator. He shall 
give such security as shall be approved by the Association or Execu­
tive Board. He shall also make an annual report to the Association.

ARTICLE VII—MEETINGS

This Association shall meet annually on Tuesday before the fourth 
Lord’s Day in August, unless otherwise ordered by the Executive 
Board.

ARTICLE VIII—GRIEVANCES

All matters of an Ecclesiastical character claiming the attention of 
councils or committees should be settled by the churches according 
to the law governing such bodies, without reference to the Associa­
tion, and all committees be confirmed by the Association.

ARTICLE IX—AMENDMENTS

This constitution and By-Laws may be amended at any regular 
meeting of the Association by a two-thirds vote of the members 
present.

ARTICLE X

Be It Resolved, That hereafter all bills contracted by any of the 
Auxiliaries of the Association, namely, Women’s Convention, Sunday 
School and B. Y. P. U. Conventions, must first be approved by the 
Executive Committee of the Association and the Ministers’ and 
Deacons’ Union.
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ARTICLE XI
Section 1. Be It Resolved, That hereafter all application for 

ordination receive the questions for same from the Executive Com­
mittee, and they are not to be opened until the day of the examina­
tion, by the Examining Council.

Sec. 2. That said candidate shall have at least the rudiments of 
education or the equivalent of a grammar school education.

Sec. 3. That said applicant shall have a general knowledge of 
the composition of the Bible, and the 14 of 18 Articles of Faith, and 
Church Polity.

Sec. 4. That there be instituted what is known as Ministers’ Cre­
dentials. Requiring, first, when and where he joined the church, and 
giving the name of the pastor who baptized him.

Sec. 5. When and where he was ordained, naming the Moderator.

BY-LAWS
1. The officers of the Association may be voted upon separately.
2. The Missionary shall hold, when practicable, four institute meet­

ings each year. •

3. Any pastor or preacher who shall bring without division or 
discrimination among our churches, or who shall attempt to persuade 
any church or churches in this Association to change their member­
ship shall be deemed unworthy of fellowship of the Baptist brother­
hood, and our fellowship shall be withdrawn from him.

4. ‘Any vacancy that shall be made in the Board by any of the 
members leaving the state or district or being placed on the mis­
sionary pastor’s roll, or otherwise, shall be filled by the Board.

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MODERATOR’S ADDRESS
Dear Co-Workers:

I appeal’ before you to attempt to deliver my tenth annual message. 
It is hard for me to express myself as to my feelings, yet by the help 
of God I hope to say a word that may inspire some one to greater 
usefulness in the cause of Christ and His church.

The Church.
The close of the Apostolic Age, which came with the death of John, 

the son of Zebedee, brought important changes in conditions of the 
church life. Miracles, for example, have ceased to be wrought; never­
theless the church was not left without ample equipment for the 
evagnelization of the world. Two great possessions remained after 
the Apostles had passed away—in the first place the Bible and in the 
second place the Spirit.

The authority of the Bible had been recognized by the Lord, Jesus, 
by the Apostle Paul and by all the. Writers of the New Testament. 
Jesus used the Old Testament as the Word of God as it is used by 
humble Christians today; and Jesus’ example in this particular, as in 
others, was followed by all the apostles; moreover our Lord gave 
to the apostles authority to add to the Bible, and it was by virtue of 
that authority and inspiration of the Holy Spirit that they wrote the 
books of the New Testament. All the books of the New Testament 
were written by inspiration of the Holy Spirit and for the edification 
of the church.

Since our last meeting we have attended the National Baptist Con­
vention in Chicago, Ill. We tried to put our Association to the front. 
Our reputation is nation-wide and it put us to our wits to keep it there­
At our national meeting many brethren gathered around us to inquire 
into the Iowa plan.

In February we attended a meeting in Chicago to organize a society 
known as the new England, Central and Western States Educational 
Society. At that meeting we arranged to take over the training school 
in Chicago for the educational advantages of our young Baptist people. 
We do pray that Iowa, Minnesota and South Dakota Association will 
stand hard by us in this great project. We must educate our boys and 
girls for the future.
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We recently attended the Western Convention in East St. Louis, 
and we had a good convention. I earnestly pray that our Association 
will continue to co-operate with these bodies.

As to our state work: We have visited Ottumwa, Oskaloosa, Perry, 
Colfax, Burlington.. Ft. Madison, Keokuk, Davenport, Clinton, Waterloo, 
Marshalltown and the churches in Des Moines. We find all the pastors 
and members very optimistic, in spite of the fact that we are passing 
through such a labor crisis as was never before witnessed in this gen­
eration. But so many of our brethren don’t do their part in the work. 
Some of our churches don’t even report in the Board, nor do anything 
to help the work, and yet they received the same congratulations; as 
those who labor hard and long.

We cannot bring this address to a close without saying a word in 
regard to so many of our brethren who have come from the South. 
So many of them have fallen right in line with our work. Too much 
praise cannot be given those hard working people.

This may be my last address. The silver cords of my life are be­
coming weaker and every day I am not as strong as I was years ago, 
but I am thankful that I am strong in the faith, stronger in knowl­
edge and stronger in the faith of my great denomination, because I 
love Thy Kingdom Lord, the house of thine abode, the church our 
blessed Redeemer saved, with His own precious blood.

1. I recommend that we continue the missionary.

2. I further1 recommend that we continue to look after the mis­
sionary pastors, such as we see fit., and as far as our means will allow.

3. I further recommend that we still co-operate with the Iowa 
Baptist State Convention on the fifty-fifty basis.

4. I recommend that, we be represented “with all our National 
bodies such as the National, the Western, and other National bodies, 
as we see necessary, and we also recommend that we endorse the 
training school in Chicago and give them our fullest co-operation.

CONSTITUTION OF THE IOWA, MINNESOTA AND SOUTH 
. . DAKOTA WOMEN’S CONVENTION

Article I—Name.
This Convention shall be known as the Women’s Convention of 

Iowa, Minnesota and South Dakota Auxiliary to the Association of 
Iowa, Minnesota and South Dakota.

Article II—Object.
The object of this Convention shall be to promote Christian educa­

tion, home and foreign missions.

Article III—Officers.
The officers of this Convention shall be President, First and Sec­

ond Vice President, Recording Secretary, Corresponding Secretary, 
Treasurer and State Organizer, with a Board Member from each
state.
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Section I.
This Convention shall have an Educational Board of seven mem­

bers with the following officers: Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer, 
with four additional members.

Section II—Duties of Officers.
The duty of the President shall be to preside over the annual 

meetings. She shall also be the Chairman of the Executive Board, 
and shall have power to convene the Executive Board whenever the 
interest of the work demands.

She shall visit the local Circle annually at the expense of the 
Circle visited.

The Vice President’s duties shall be the same, to preside in the 
absence of the President.

It shall be the duty of the Recording Secretary to keep a reco"d 
of all accounts of the annual sittings of the Convention and the 
Executive Board meetings, and shall be paid any sum the Conven­
tion shall deem it necessary to pay per year for her services.

It shall be the duty of the Corresponding Secretary to attend to 
all correspondence of the Convention and to draw all orders on the 
Treasurer.

It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to hold in trust all money of 
the convention and keep a correct account of the same. Report the 
condition of the Treasury whenever called upon by the Executive 
Board. She shall pay out no money except on an order drawn bv 
the corresponding Secretary and signed by the President. She shall 
make an annual report to the Convention.

The duty of the Organizer shall be to organize new Circles and to 
give aid and advice to strengthen older Circles, and circles take care of 
her expenses as far as possible, but when not fully paid bv the 
Circles the Women’s Home and Foreign Mission Convention shall pay 
the deficient.

She shall superintend the Starlight Bands throughout the state 
and provide such literature that will serve as a systematic study for 
the Starlight Bands.

Education Work of the Convention.
Article IV—Membership.

Any Mission Circle or Auxiliary having ten members or less can 
represent by the payment of three dollars ($3.00). Having over ten 
members, five dollars ($5 00). With twenty members or more, ten 
dollars ($10.00) per quarter and four dollars ($4.00) annual dues.

Any person in good and regular standing of a Missionary Baptist 
Church can become an annual member on payment of fifty cents 
(50c). Annual member may take part in the discussion, but not in 
the election of officers.

Article V. .
Each Circle shall be allowed five delegates.

Section I.
The Circle or Auxiliary sending in the largest amount of money to 

the annual session with all quarterly assessments paid in full shall 
receive the banner.
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The hour having arrived for the Missionary Study Hour, Sister 
Ewing being absent, Rev. G. E. Saunders willingly consented to fill 
the place. For fifteen minutes Rev. Saunders spoke, using for his 
subject, “Spiritual Missionary Service.”

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ANNUAL MESSAGE OF THE PRESIDENT

S ster President, Officers and Messengers to the Forty-first Annual 
Session of the Iowa, Minnesota and South Dakota Convention of 
Baptist Women, Greetings:
The evermoving sea of time bearing upon its bosom the millions 

of human beings, has not ceased in its motion, but has moved on in 
days, weeks and months until another year has closed and we are 
peim'.tted to pause here in this beautiful city of the northwest 
sTuated on the highest point in the state and at a place where 
three states touch,, to make reports of our work during the year. 
While here on this elevation of 1,700 feet hearing the noise of the 
great Missouri river as it touches the shores, making such music as 
it alone can make, flowing on to moisten and bless other lands, 
and realizing that we are here with a gospel message for the world, 
we fell to join the poet in his

“Waft it on the rolling tide, Jesus saves, Jesus saves;
Tell to sinners far and wide, Jesus saves, Jesus saves.”

We come, yes, we come up from every part of the state; east, 
west, north and south. Not to weep over our discouragements, dis­
appointments, failures and losses, nor to deplore the fact that we 
have been led in many dark and mysterious paths during this year; 
but to count our many blessings and to name them one by one, 
and it will surprise us what the Lord has done.

General Conditions.
As we review the past and note the changes good and bad that 

have taken place and how many are being swept of their spiritual 
feet by them, we feel that one of the greatest blessings that has come 
to us is, that we still have left to us a few women wiio see the 
Christ life as really worth living. In the midst of this great social, 
political, moral and religious unrest, when right seems to have been 
put down and wrong enthrowned, when it hardly seems right to 
dress, talk or deport one’s self modestly, only the women with good 
Christian equilibrium can stand. This is no day for the woman 
with a weak mind that is swayed by the glitter and glare of the 
world. The waters are too deep and the current too strong. It 
takes loyal, strong and true women such as make bone and sinue for 
this great convention; and they like a Mary of old, who broke away 
from the ordinary path and poured the costly ointment on the head 
of the blessed Saviour in the midst of critics, are not to be found 
everywhere. For the Master said one day when preaching one of 
His great sermons, “Straight is the gate and narrow the path, and 
few there be that find it.” Many times as we go from place to 
place studying the field and its needs, and doing our best to use 
the God-given means to have women see God’s standard of right,
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we have at times just stopped in the busy streets of many of our 
great cities, gotten away from the busy hurrying, bustling world 
just far enough to watch (as it were) the world go by; and to our 
astonishment it seems as if all sense of decency and modesty has 
been discarded, and the woman who can go in the street with very 
little more than nature’s garment is the most popular. Time was 
when we could read of ancient women who were not careful and 
hide our faces with shame; but methinks that if today the women 
of the ancient wicked cities could rise up,, they would blush at some 
of the garments that many of our women have the impudence to 
wear in the house of God. Sisters! whither are we drifting? Where 
is our sense of all that is pure and good. Listen while we hear the 
Lord call to us and ask us to inquire for the old path and walk 
therein. Oh, for the good old days when really true womanhood 
clothed in modest apparel was the height of every woman’s ambi­
tion. Oh, for the day when women will consider. But some one is to 
blame for this terrible condition. Who is it? Is it the young women 
whom we are so apt to call giddy and foolish ? Is it the modest or 
promoter of styles? I answer, No. It is Man, Man. If men from 
pulpit to pew would cease to admire immodesty in word, deed and 
dress, it would cease in a much shorter time than it takes to discuss 
it. Many of our weaker sisters have no higher ambition than to 
be admired and praised by the men, and since the modern day 
flapper seems to be the favorite among them we seem to have decided 
to let all modesty go, if we can win the favor of the opposite sex. 
We again with shame confess that men are largely to blame for this 
condition, and beg our sisters to forget the admiration of them 
and live for those you are left in the world to help. Brothers, you 
can help us if you will. We are your sisters, your mothers and your 
daughters, and you should want to see us at our best in the work 
of the Lord and in all things for the uplift of the race and humanity. 

We who are old must be examples for the young, but we can’t do 
it if we are as foolish as they, so the best way to remedy the pres­
ent day evils is to begin with the old and not the young. For, in­
deed it is no small matter to have them hear what we say, when 
what we do stands out so plainly before them. Thank God there 
are a few who have never bowed their knees to Baal.

Our National Convention.
This convention held its annual meeting in Chicago the second 

week in September with the great Olivett Baptist Church. It was, 
as usual, full of interest and added much to the spiritual life of those 
who attended. The victory march celebrating the twentieth anni­
versary of the organization was the climax of the session. It was 
not after the common worldly order, but a great number of women 
dressed in white with Bibles marched through the streets from the 
church at Thirty-first and South Park avenue to Vincence square,
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a distance of ten blocks at least, where we encircled a crystal like 
pond while the directress of singing stood on a bridge spanning the 
pond led us in singing “Steal Away to Jesus” and other such hymns 
until our souls were filled to overflowing with the joy unspeakab'e.

Represented at this meeting were 31 State Conventions, 41 Dis­
tricts, 185 Missionary Societies, 9 children’s bands by 730 messengers, 
who represented a membership of 38,983. Money raised from all 
sources, $5,093.79. Of this amount $730.50 was sent to our Corre­
sponding Secretary Miss Buroughs by the women of Pennsylvania; 
$511 99 was sent up for foreign missions, and the other was used to 
pay a part of the back salary of the president of the training school, 
which until this meeting was $5,000. Two thousand dollars of this 
was paid, leaving us still back $3,000. One thousand dollars was 
given to the training school, which was a small amount when we 
consider its needs. All of the officers were re-elected and we closed 
to meet in the far west this year.

.Western Convention.
October 26-27 this Convention held its Eighteenth Annual Session 

with the Zion Baptist Church in Omaha, Neb. Sisters Lottie Wise of 
Waterloo, who was selected to represent us at this meeting, found it 
impossible to go, so it became my pleasant duty to represent you 
there. The sermons, addresses and reports of this meeting were all 
of high order, and though the threatened railroad strike greatly les­
sened our delegation, we had a very successful meeting.

Foreign Missions.

A letter from our Sister F. B. Wattson informs us that her work 
is in fine conditions and that she is happy in the Lord; but her 
health is not so good, and for this reason is asking to come home 
this year or the first of next at least. Sisters, we must get more 
of the Christ spirit for this work. It is not given to all of us to 
go out there, but we can if we will make those happy who do go. 
When you think that we have only nine American born workers on 
the continent of Africa and twenty-five native workers, all because 
we are not awake to the needs of the field, it is a reflection on the 
great denomination which we represent. It is not because we have 
not workers who desire, yea, even feel the call to go; but because 
we are not every one of us sufficiently awake that we can take care 
of those out there as they should be cared for. Our National Baptist 
Eoreign Mission Board, through its Corresponding Secretary, Rev. 
J. E. East, is asking that each local church send an offering to the 
office monthly. This will save the expense of the agent coming to us, 
and much more can be sent directly to the field to take care of our 
workers already out there, and with this splendid system we can 
soon send out our quoto of the forty thousand missionaries which 
the northern Baptist had hoped to send out under the great five- 
year program. •
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Our State Work.

We as a woman’s convention have ceased to live in the past, and: 
so zealous are we for the cause of God and right, that we feel in 
the future. We are like a forest which has been more than once cut 
down. The new shoots are stronger and livelier than ever. We are 
rising we know toward the sky. The sun is shining on our heads.

The earth gives us its generous sap, but heaven lights our path 
with the reflection of unknown worlds. Some try to tell us that our 
work is small and very insignificant, and that only the plain and. 
old fashioned are found therein; but we stop our ears to that and. 
rejoice in the fact that we are losing sight of the world each day, 
and the more we get away from, yea, die to the things of earth, the 
more brilliant becomes the light of glory in our souls. There are 
times when winter seems on our heads, but an eternal spring in 
our hearts, and we are breathing the fragrance of lilacs, violets and 
roses. The nearer we approach to God, the plainer we hear around 
us the immortal symphonies of heaven which invite us on. It is. 
marvelous yet simple. It seems almost like a fairy tale, yet true.

For forty-one years this convention has been toiling to stamp its. 
imprint upon those with whom it has come in contact, and to leave 
(as it were) its footprints in the sands of time. We have worked, 
hard; but we feel we have not done one thousandth part of what is 
still before us. When we go down from this meeting we can our 
day’s work is ended here, but will begin with renewed energy in our 
local fields. This is our recruiting station. We come here to ex­
change thoughts, to make and listen to reports, and to get strength 
for another day’s work which will open with the dawn of the morn­
ing after we have closed our meeting. We go out to improve every 
hour, because we are full of the desire to see the kingdom of God 
come and over all prevail. Because the truth of God is in our hearts, 
as it is in the hearts of those who have left our shores and have 
gone out to Africa and the isles of the sea; away from friends and 
loves ones to labor and to give all, that men everywhere may know 
Him whom to know is life eternal. Truly our work is only in its 
beginning; our monument hardly above its foundation; therefore we 
will not rest ’till we see it mounting higher and higher, until it 
reaches the heights. We know that between us and the heights to. 
which we go there are many difficulties, which must be brushed aside, 
many sacrifices to be made, and thus we are asking to be used of the 
Lord. Have Thine own way, Lord; have Thine own way; Thou are 
the potter, I am the clay; mould me and make me after Thy will, 
while I am waiting, yielded and still. Have Thine own way, Lord, 
have Thine own way, search me and try me, Master, today. Whiter 
than snow Lord wash me just now, as in Thy presence humbly I bow. 
We want the Lord to have His own way with us even though some­
times we are wounded and weary; we are asking Him to help us 
because we know all power is His and He it is who can touch and 
heal our wounded hearts. We want Him just to have absolute sway 
with us and to so fill us with His spirit until all with whom we come 
in contact will see Christ in us always. This done we are sure that 
our look far into the future and all the beauty and grandeur we 
have seen for our state work shall be realized; we can know a truth 
that Jesus reigns.
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Finally.
Why all this talk about general conditions ? Why call attention to 

the National Convention work, the Western work, the Foreign Mis­
sion work and the State work? Why this pleading for a deeper, 
puier consecration to the work of the Lord ? Because the mass is 
changing. We are becoming another people; our habits have held 
us long after those moral causes which formed them have in a great 
degree ceased to operate. These habits at length are giving away. 
So many hands have boon constantly pulling to tear away the 
foundation and so few to repair the breaches, that the building begins 
to totter. So much has been done to remove the obstruction from 
the great current of human depravity and so little to restore them 
that the stream at length begins to run. It may be stopped now, 
with persistent effort, but left unchecked will soon become deep and 
broad and rapid and irresistible. The crisis then has come.

By the women of this generation; but the life and work of those 
of us here today assembled; the great question as to whether the in­
heritance left us by our mothers shall be preserved or cast away 
as a child would cast aside a broken toy—whether our Sabbath 
shall be a delight or a loathing—whether the places of amusement 
and pleasure shall be crowded on that holy day with worldly pleas­
ure seeker s or the house of God with humble worshippers. Whether 
riot and profanity shall fill our streets and poverty and want our 
dwellings and convicts , our jails and violence our land; or whether 
industry and temperance and righteousness shall be the stability 
of our times; whether the law of God and the land shall receive our 
cheerful submission as free Christian women or the iron rod of 
affliction compel us to bow as trembling slaves.

Be not deceived. Human nature is the same everywhere; all the 
actual difference in our favor is the influences with which we are 
surrounded. These have resulted from good laws, Christian insti­
tutions, both of them growing out of the church. It is a moral in­
fluence which with the blessings of God has formed a society so de­
sirable. And let us not forget that the same influence which has 
formed it is indispensable to its preservation. The hills and moun­
tains will remain until the final day when our Lord will call us into 
judgment; but, let the Sabbath be profained with impunity, the 
worship of God abandoned, the government and religious instruc­
tion of children be neglected, the streams of intemperance permitted 
to flow, and her glory will depart. The walls of fire will no longer 
surround her and the munition of rocks will no longer be her de­
fense. It is therefore our duty to live our best, for this alone will 
resist the empires of decay when time is over and worlds have 
passd away. Cold in the dust the perished heart may lie; but that 
which warmed it once, can never die.
