The EFBIL said its investigation
sought to determine whether any
federal violation of civil rights was
involved. It was bélieved that the
bombings were done in an effort
to prevent Negroes from living in
the neighborhood. The United
States Supreme  Court has ruled
that restrictive covenants on prop-
erty are unenforceable.

“We. the members  of Second
aptist. church, the largest of the
Negro groups in Los Angeles; voted
ot morning worship .. . .to send you
this appeal. We are stunned at the
cowardly bombing of properties in
Los Angeles recently acquired by

“We denounee these bombings as
un-American and un-Christian. We
call attention 1o the changing pat-
ter of attempted racial intimida-
tion in which the bomb was sup-
pianteéd the lyncher.

“We appeal to the mayor and
city council to issue a strong state:
