Va. Governor Sees Group
Trying To Save Jackson

RICHMOND, VA.— (ANP) —
In a three-hour interview with a
delegation of 25 Negro and white
Virginians today, ov. Battle was
unable to refute any of their proofs
that Albert Jackson, 22 year-old
Negro, is innocent of the “rape”
charge for which he is scheduled
to be electrocuted Monday, Aug.
25,

The Governor promised to con-
sider the group’s demands for a
commutation of Jackson's sentence.
He had at first refused to meet
the delegation but their determina-
tion won them an audience.

The case first came to public
attention when Jackson’s life was
saved by an electrical storm which
knocked out power lines to the
electric chair in which he was to
have died July 28.

The policeman. who arrested
Jackson testified under oath that
when he came upon the scene, the
alleged rape-victim was asking
Jackson, “Where is my five. dol-
lars ?” the “victim”, a white woman
made no denial.

The group charged that the facts
were deliberately concealed by the
authorities and that without the
acident of nature they would have
remained unknown until  after
Jackson’s execution. The Commit-
tee also pointed out to the gover-
nor that no white man has ever
heen executed for rape in Virginia.

NAACP ASKS RAILROAD'S
POLICY TOWARD NEGROES

PHILADELPHIA, PA.—(ANP)
As a result of the experience of
an Air Force Sergeant, the Phila-
delphia branch NAACP has asked
the Pennsylvania railroad for a
clear-cut statement on its policy
of pullman accommodations for
Negroes.

The soldier, Sgt. George W.
Baker, of the 576th Air Police
Squadron, Selfridge Air Force
Base, Mich,, charged that he was
denied a lower berth to Detroit,
when it was discovered he was a
Negro, after the reservation had
been confirmed by telephone.

Baker, enroute to his base after
delivering a prisoner to Camp Kil-
mer, N. J., said when he appeared
at North Philadelphia station, as
advised, to pick up the ticket, the
clerk offered him an upper berth
instead. When he refused to ac-
cept the upper and ingisted that
the original committment be ful-
filled, military police were called
and he was arrested.

In registering a complaint with
W. P. Fogle, the railroad’s passen-
ger agent, Charles A. Shorter, exe-
cutive secretary of the Philadel-
phia NAACP, called attention to
the fact that there has been a num-
be of similar instances reported
by Negroes who made reservations
by telephone.

The sergeant was released by
the Military Police Monday after
preferring charges against an MP
he said struck him in the face
while he was being held at MP
Leadquarters.

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JOHNSON ELECTED ELKS GRAND RULER

Illinois Rep. C. Davis Says, Mrs L. B. Fergerson
Adlai Promises FEPC Bill

Governor Adlai Stevenson will exert every pressure to get a strong
FEPC bill passed in Congress if the Democratic candidate is elected
president, declared Rep. Corneal A, Davis of Illinois last night at a
banquet held by the Masonic Lodge No. 156.

“Governor Stevenson -exerted
his influence to get a good FEPC
bill passed through the House in
Ilinois,” said Davis, “and he'll do
the same in Congress.”

Rep. Davis shared platform
honors with Mayor “Pat” Touchae
and praised the Waterloo leader
for initiating, in conjunction with
the Blackhawk Industrial Union
Council the idea of “Civil Rights
Week” for Towa.

Davis declared that he would
bring Waterloo’s civil rights pro-
gram to the attention of Governor
Stevenson.

Mayor Touchae described the
idea of “Civil Rights Week,” in-
itiated by the Anti-Discrimination
Committee of Local 46, UPWA-CIO
headed by Lowell Hollenbeck and
Isadore Paterson as a ‘“wonderful
thing for our city.”

“I’e  learned from Rep. Davis
that Towa has a lot of things in
common with Illinois,” said Tou-
chae, “especially vacial discrim-
ination.”

The Mayor pledged that he
would campaign until#‘intolerance
and discrimination is eliminated”
from aWterloo.

Rep. Davis said that as a mem-

ber of the important Appropria-
tions Committee of Illinois he had
helped pass the “Jenkins Amend-
ment,” which denied State funds
to any public school guilty of race
segregation.

“The Negroes in Alabama,
Georgia, Mississippi and the Car-
olinas must be given freedom and
equality first before America can
carry freedom elsewhere in the
world,” said Davis.

He said that he was considered
“a dangerous man in Illinois” be-
cause he gave the state schools a
taste of democracy. “There ought
to be more such dangerous men in
America,” he said.

Mayor Touchae reported that an
official proclamation setting forth
amnual “Civil Rights Week” would
be issued by his office.

Patterson, chairman of the
Blackhawk Industrial Union Coun-
¢il’s Anti-Discrimination Commit-
tee reported that the “Civil Rights
Week” picnic scheduled for Labor
Day, September 1, at which Mayor
Touchae and Rep. Davis were to
speak, had been cancelled because
of rain and postponed until Sept-
ember 7 at 12 noon.

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SEEKS FREEDOM FOR MAN WHO “RAPED”
WHITE WOMAN; HUSBAND SECURED
NEGROES TO BUY HER BODY

St. Francisville, La. (ANP)-—An unprecedented case in the annals
¢of Louisiana's criminal court history was aired here last week when
Atty. Earl J. Amedee, filed application for a writ of habeas corpus in
the case of Tennessee Allums, 36, one of six Negro farmers sentenced
to serve 20 years in the state pemtentmry for allegedly committing

“simpl rape” on a white woman,

- The husband of the alleged vic-
tim aided and abetted the Negro
farmers to cohabit with his wife
for money.

The other farmers are Sonnie
Lee, 26; L. V. Simms, 24; Julius
Stafford, 37; Arizona Rasco, 39;
and Amos King, 26.

The farmers, all of Ringgold,
La., Bienille parish were tried,
convicted, and sentenced by Judge
H. W. Ayers, in Arcadia, June 16,
1950, and entered the penitentiary
six days lated. Wiley Griffith, the
husband, is serving a similar term.

The application ' for the writ
was filed in the 20th judicial dist-
rict and was directed at Reed
Cozart, superintenderit of the pen-
itentiary, and the warden,
Anderson.

Amedee said that because of a
lack of funds, he upsed his own
money ‘‘to help secure justice”
for his client.

In the application it is held that
Allums is held is illegally ‘and is
detained without any justification
of law.

The writ state further that the
defendant was ealled for arraign-
ment and was informed by the
court that he had the right to have
an attorney to assist him. Allums,
an illiterated scorned the idea of
an attorney and on the day of
the trial, entered a plea of guilty
as charged. He then waived a de-
lay of sentence accorded him by
lay and was sentenced by the court
to serve 20 years at hard labor in
the state the writ
charges.

The files in the office of the
district attorney contain the fol-
lowing record, according to the ap-

plication:

“A white man by the name of
Wiley Griffith, lived with his wife
and three young children on a
farm in Ward Four. Bienville par-
ish. Mrs. Griffith is a febble-mind-
ed woman about 20 years of age,
and it was discovered that a good
many Negroes were going to their
home and other suspicious acts
were being committed.

“Sheriff Oakley investigated the
matter thoroughly and found that
these Negroes were visisiting the
home of Griffith for the purpose
of having inter-course with his
wife and 'all of the Negro de-
fendants, one of which is this one,
admitted the act and they knew
Mrs. Griffith was a feeble-minded
person and unable to understand
the nature of the act.

“Some  of the Negroes paid
Grififth $2. On one or two occas-
ions he was present in the home
at the time of the act and in an-
other room and he encouraged and
solicited the Negroes.”

Amedee said the factors neces-
sary for “simple rape” are lack-

ing and that there has been no

legal evidence introduced to sub-
stantiated the statement that the
alleged victim is ‘“feeble-minded.”

At no time, he said, has the wo-
man been confined in ‘any mental
institution before the trial or
since, and she is presently living in
Red River parish, and employed
in Shreveport, La.

Allums’ release is sought on the
grounds that. his plea of guilty
was made under fear of bodily
harm by Sheriff Oakley who al-
legedly had brutally beaten Lee
and had threatened Stafford and

AMERICAN LEGION MAY

EXCLUSIVE BRANCHES

New York (CNS)—The Ameri-
can Legion wound up its five day
business here on an optimistic note.
They referred to the National Ex-
ecutive Committee a resolution
which would eliminate racial dis-
erimination in the 40 and 8 club
which is the Legion’s famed fun
making branch. This section of
the Legion along with several
others, is guilty of limiting its
membership to Caucasian males
only.

Allums’ wife, Amedee said, had
received offers from several white
farmers desiring to intercede for
her husband’s release provided the
entire Allum family would come
to work for them on their plan-
tations. \

As soon as funds are available
Amedee said, he will file briefs
for the others.

RIGHT IS WINNING

Newell Dwight Hills, a great and prolific writer of yesteryear, said
in one of his most inspired moments, “Nothing is so obvous as the
slowness of man’s upward progress.” This seems to be epecially true of
thing relating to the determined fight the Negro is making for full
integration in this country.

Even with his hands tied behind him the Negro is standing up to
an untoward situation, and is fighting magnficently. The two great
poltical conventions just closed in Chicago have been great revelations
as to the effectiveness of the Negro's fight for liborgtion. That fight
is not only being won but being rapidly won,

The most potent problem that confronted the delegates to these
conventions was that of civil rights. Aa an issue it would not down!

It would take a super-optimist to even dream of instantaneous full
integration under either the Repulican or Democratic administration. In
years past the Republicans had ample chance to do something about
the Negro’s second-class citizenship but they did less than nothing.

The Demoerats htrough the years have had ample opportunity to
manifest an effective interest in the full integration of the Negroes;
but it was not until the coming of the immortal Franklin Delano Roose-
velt that any serious attempt was made to integrate the Negro accord-
ing to Gunnar Myrdal, the scholarly Scandanavian, in his book “An
American Dilemma.”

But the most encouraging development is shown by the foisting of
the civil rights question upon the attention of the world as was done in
the recent conventions, It was almost difficult at times to believe what one
saw and heard as the two conventions had to grapple with the grim
question of civil rights.

The extreme liberals and the extreme conservatives found them-
selves in utter disagreement; this was true of both conventions. Neither
convntion could satisfy all concerned and this need not have been ex-
pected in the very nature of things. The situation surrounding the draw-
ing of party platforms was not unlike that surrounding those intrepid
Negroés who gathered in Durham, N. C. in November 1942 in what is
now remembered as that great Durham Conference. Here the current
Southern Regional Council had its genesis.

In that conference for the first time in the history of the nation,
a group of southern Negroes dared to stand up and speak as man to
man with the white South, The problem confronting the Negroes at
Durham was one of making a statement that all Negroes could agree
on but this was soon found to be impossible,

The general conclusion was forced upon us that getting something
done was far more important than getting “omething said, a point that
is too often overlooked in the interracial situation. Saying things however
efficiently can never take the place of doing things.

Nor should saying things hinder doing things. It was even so with
the two conventions recently held in Chicago, the party platform which
said too much would certainly be placed in the position of doing little
or nothing.

Afte rall, getting elected is the great thing in politics. The Demo-
cratic party which came into power 20 years ago did not promise the
Negro much but it gave him more than he had ever had before. It made
his civil rights a burning issue and even today the most bristling quest-
jon of the day is the question of civil rights.

Not ony is the civil rights issue foisted upon a thinking world but it
actually takes filibustebrs to defeat them. In other words the enemies of
civil rights are afraid to risk a vote on the issue.

When such impasse is reached, the opposition to civil rights s
about shattered and it is only a matter of time. The big question before
the Democrats is getting olected with a view of doing something about
civil rights, irrespective of how little is said about them.

Norman Thomas, the perennial Socialist candidate, has a fine plat-
form that says just about everything an oppressed group wants said;
but he cannot get elected.

Negroes must judge the future by the past and help elect that
ticket that has meant most to their cause, regardless of how much the
platform lacks of satisfying our eager aspirations.

MY AUTOBIOGRAPHY
by Mrs. Groff

It’s a woman’s privilege to with-
hold her age, so I will begin by
saying I was born in the south at
Chanute, Okla., near Foss, Okla.,
and came to Waterloo when five
vears of age.

It is very difficult to write in
the first person, so if you can

continue reading this autobiogra-

phy without getting bored 1 shall
continue relating some pertinent
events of my life.

My fondness for nursing was ex-
pressed at an early age when a
stray cat came to our house. We
took her in for board and lodging
and after a few days she complete-
ly disappeared, leaving four small
kittens to fare for themselves.
My father wanted to drown them,
but I pleaded with him to let me
care for them so he said if I
could get them to eat I could keep
them. I brough a medicines dropper

and fed them three times a day

until their eyes opened and they
could eat by thems

I went to grade school .unl im
ished high school at Our Lady of
Victory Academy.

I worked about six months to
get money to go into nurse's train-
ing at Mercy Hospital in Dubu-
que, where I bought my uniforms,
caps, wrist watch, etc. I jokinly
say I spent three years of slavery
there, but I enjoyed every minute
of it. 1 entered training February
4, 1929 and graduated on May 12,
1932.

They alowed me to continue
with private duty nursing at the
hospital and I wrote my state
board exams and received my R.N.
degree in September, 1932.

The depression forced nurses in-
to specialized work so I came to
Waterloo and applied at the Visit-
ing Nurses’ Ass’n. and was hired
January 2, 1934.

The supervisor asked if I ob-
jected working with colored people
and I assured her, race was no
barrier, so I worked with the col-
ored people of Waterloo.
