Fans will alwas remember the 1952 World Series in which the New
York Yankees whipped the Brooklyn Dodgers four games to three for
the world’s baseball championship as probably the most dramatic series
of al ltime. :

The underdog Dodgers featuring almost a one-man pitching staff in
rookie oJe Black with stout aid by Preacher Roe and Carl Erskine fought
the perennial champion Yankees down to the last out before they gave
up.

Jackie Robinson tied a record fo rthe number of walks in one game-
four. Although Jackie did not hit much for percentage, he was rated
potentially the most dangerous man on the Brooklyn nine.

Catcher Roy Campanell a of the Dodgers proved himself the peer
of all backstops with his superb play. His arm defied all Yankee attempts
to steal bases. He was a steadying influence on Brooklyn’s wobbly
mound staff. j |

The hero of the Dodgers in defeat, howere, was Duke Snider, whoe
four homeruns tide a world series record. He drove in crucial runs that
helped the Dodgers win three games. Captain Pewee Reese of Brooklyn
also hit consistently and fielded superbly.

First baseman Gil Hodges of Brooklyn probably had the most dis-
appointing series record, no hits.in 21 times at bat. :

For the winners, an ancient slugger who is as old as the father of
the Yankee’s greatest current hitting star, Mickey Mantle, was the most
dramatic figure. This slugger was Johnny Mize.

Mize belted three homers and was robbed of another.

Pitcher Allie Reynolds came through when he was needed. The
team as a whole, however, were the Yankees—which is enough in base-
ball. Abiding by the old Yankee tradition, the Bronx Bombers blasted
10 home runs for a new record.

Probably the biggest question in the minds of Brooklyn fans is why
did the Dodgers lose after taking a 3-2 game lead?

The answer seems to be in the old Yankee principle—to win you
must come through in the clutch when the chips are down. The Dodgers
could not comé through when the runs were needed.

Rarely did the power expected from Robinson, Campanela and
Hodges come through. Along with Snider, these men are expected to de-
liver when the runs are needed. They did not. In one game, Jackie struck
out three times with his bat on his shoulder.

On the field, the Dodgers were great — they made impossible
catches and brilliant stops. Their play on the diamond held them up.

Nevertheless, the Dodgers surprised by playing great, fighting,
spiritual ball which saw them almost upset the form charts which pre-
dicted them as sure losers. Now that 1952 is over, all they can say 18
“Wait ’til next year.” ! . g

It is said, “This
is life eternal to know thee, to
know Jesus Christ.”

Another characteristic of God-
liness is sincerity. Sincerity is one
of the severest tests of Godliness.
Where it is present there may be
Godliness; Where it is absent there
can be none. There is just as much
difference between the form of
Godliness and the power of God-
liness as there is between counter-
feit money and genuine money.
There is a form of Godliness that
is not Godliness any more than
a stuffed animal is a real ani-
mal. It may have the form and
appearance, but it lacks the life
and power. The form of Godliness
is policy, but the power of it is
honesty. The form of Godliness is
on the lips, but the power of it
is in the heart.

Do you know why the commun-
ity is scandalized by the exposure
of some citizen? It is not his
christianity, but his lack of it.
A christian and a hypocrite are
not traveling in the same direction
and, of course, they could not be
in each others way. The only way

a fellow can be in the way is for
him to be ahead of me, and for

me to confess jthat sinners and
hypocrites are in my way. No, you
never stumble over an object that
is behind you. A plug dollar will
attract more attention than a

“whole plate of genuine ones. 80

a plug christian attracts more at-
tention than a whole church full
of sincere men and women.

Some one tells the story of a
man who made a bee, with some
automatic  arrangement, went
aroynd so naturally that he chall-
enged his friends to distinguish
when the real and the counterfiet
were placed together. But some
one brought in a bunch of clover,
and immediately one of the bees
went for the clover in order to
extract the honey; the other one
simply kept on buzzing. Here we
find the real ‘and the artifical
Christian. You 'cannot tell much
difference in the professing they
make. The presence of duty, the
immediate obligation is the test.
The real Christian is drawn to it,
while the false one keeps on buzz-

The wise man writes “The fear
of the Lord prolongeth days.”
Godliness is a fountain of life to
guard us from the sanres of death.
The way of the transgressor is
hard, but the end of it is harder
still. I commend Godliness as the
best mental discipline better than
etiquette to purify the taste, better
than mathematies to harness the
mind, better than logic to marshall
the intellectual forces.

Some years ago, an infidel lect-
uring against Christianity and de-
clared that the Gospel was a myth,
A mill hand who was present ask-
ed leave to ask a question. He said
“Thirty years ago I was a curse
to this town, a slave to drink. Now
you said that Christ is a myth.
But when I tried and my friends
tried and the police and the mag-
istrates and the warden of the
prisons tried. They all tried in
vain to help me. But Christ took
hold of me, touched my heart, and
made me a new man. Now I am
a member of a church and I ask
If Christ is a myth, how is it that
the myth is stronger than all the
others put together?

Mouth . Rehabilitation
