4,000,000 Negroes To Vote Nov. 4

DEMOCRATS MAY GET MAJORITY;
SOUTH'S NEGRO VOTE INCREASING

Chicago (ANP)-—More than 4,000,000 Negroes are expected to vote
in the presidential election in November and most of these will cast
their ballot for the Democratic ticket despite the presence of Sen. John

Sparkman.

That is the prediction made by Newsweek magazine in its current
issue. Newsweek arrived at its conclusion after a survey of leading

editors of Negro newspapers.

(There are about 9 million Neg-
roes of voting age in the US, ac-
cording to the census bureau.)

- If these Negroes do vote, Negro-
es will have a preater effect this
year on the election outcome than
they did in 1948. In discussing the
potential Negro voting power,
Newsweek said in part:

“In 1948, an estimated 65 per
cent of the Negroes who voted did
so for Harry 8. Truman, and their
votes gave him his margin of
victory in several close states.
They could do the same for Stev-
enson.

“The debt Truman owes the Ne-
groes for his 1948 victory is eas-
ily demonstrated. Ohio offers the
best example. About 300,000 Ne-

go, 16.3 in Cleveland, 16.4 per
cent in Detroit, 183 in Philadel-
phia.

The article cited the increasing
number of colored voters in the
South as a factor in making the
Negro vote coveted. The Negro
vote in that section has doubled
gince 1048. One reason for this is
the all-out drive conducted by the
NAACP, Negro fraternal groups,
newspapers and civie organiza-

Her royalties from the sales of
her recordings are in excess of $100,000 annually. Now that she has
joined the Columbia label, even greater things are expected from Sarah
Vaughan by her legion jof record fans.
