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Polio - - by Mrs.Groth,

This is the first in a series of
articles that wil be submitted from
time to time by Mrs. Groff, regis-
tered nurse, from the Visiting
Nurses Ass’n.

Polio or Infantile Paralysis is
a disease of the central nervous
svstem.

Cause — Polio is caused by an
invisible virus which attacks the
anterior horn cells of the gray
matter of the spinal cord. In
other words the virus settles in
the nerve cells of the spinal cord
causing an edema or swelling
which blocks nerve impulses to
the muscles (goes down) usually
after 2 months the paralysis is
gone and the patient can move
his -extremities (arms and legs)
again.

How the virus enters the body—
This has not definitely been prov-
ed. The belief which is most widely
accepted is that it enters thorugh
the nose and travels along the ol-
factory nerve (controls the sense

‘of smell) to the brain and spinal

cord. Some investigators believe
the organism enters thruogh the
gastrointestinal tract (mouth and
stomach) and travels along the
sympathetic nerve fibers to the
cord.

The bulbar type of polio attacks
the ecranial nerves which affect
the facial muscles and ability to
swallow, also the breathing is af-
fected and patients must be put
into an iron lung.

Ways to keep up resistance —

1. Eat proper frood and drinks,
meat, fruit, vegetables, eggs, etc.,
at least 2 glasses of milk for ad-
ults and 1 quart for children per
day.

2. Get sufficient rest, at least
12 hours for children and 8 hours
for adults.

3. Prevent fatigue by not over-
playing or overworking. b

4. Keep out of crowds.

5. Wear sufficient clothing in
cold weather.

6. Keep head und feet dry in
rainy weather.
