With Mississippi leading the 
attack, Southerners in the next 
Congress are expected to: 

(1) Uphold’ state laws that 
are in conflict with federal laws 
unless Congress  spelleq out, 
when it passed the federal laws, 
that they were to supercede the 
state laws. 

(2) Require a minimum of 
judicial experience, say five 
years, for persons nominateg to 
serve on the Supreme Court or 
on any federal appeals or dis- 
trict court. : 

Many) members of the Con- 

gress outside the South have 
been Ccisturbed by what they re- 

gard as the Supreme Court’s 
down-grading of state’s rights in 

the matter of “right to work” 

laws and state laws on subver- 

sion or internal security. 

These lawmakers feel that the 
Supreme Court majority has 

been prone to resolve too many 

conflicts between federal law 
and state law in favor of fed- 
eral law. Even in some cases 

Congress, in enacting the fed- 

eral law, plainly did not intend 

that it should take precedence 
over state law.
