\/ Purple Martin: DMNumbers were sharply down. I checked 10 Colonies
in this area, some down as many as 10 pair. Nesting success
was good at my colony with over 190 Nestlings barded.

v Eastern Bluebird: With a couple weeks left in nesting period
and 15 active nests now. This should be second best year

ever on my trail. 25 nests so far, only 2 less than last

year, which was my best year.
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
