on the House Sparrow situation. We usually have as meny as

50 or 6C in the yard at one time, but this winter I have'n seen
over Lat any time. Admittedly, this has been an exceptionally
open winter, but even so, I'd expect more sparrows than this.

Others here have had similar experiences.
